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ABSTRACT

A ma élhet6 varosi kornyezetként és
vonzo lakoteriletként szamon tartott
budai hegyvidék hajdani szél6teriile-
tek helyén alakult ki. Hasonlo teriilet-
hasznalat-valtozas Eurdpa tobb févaro-
sédban is bekovetkezett, ugyanakkor a
sz6lémiivelés tekintetében rokon teri-
leteket eltérd jelleggel foglalta el a tele-
piilési taj. Kutatdsunk soran elsédlege-
sen budai arculat mibenlétére és annak
hatterére kivantunk valaszt talalni.
Tanulméanyunk a XIX. szdzad utolsé
harmadéatol napjainkig Buda sz6l6hegye-
inek taj/telepiilésképi valtozasat azonos
teriileten beliil, azonos szempontok alap-
jan elemzi. A beépiilés és a novénytakaro
véaltozasainak fazisait, mozgatérugait fel-
taro vizsgalat bemutatja a sz6l6miivelés-

b6l megérzott jellegzetességeket és taje-
lemeket is. A mindenkori lakossag t4j-
szemléletét a tajélménykeresés valtozo
modjain, eszkoztaran keresztiil érzékel-
teti. Az eredmények alapjan megéallapit-
hatéva valt, hogy Buda esetében a hegyi
birtokok korai polgari villai, birtokkoz-
pontjai tekinthetk a késébbi beépitési
karakter ¢sképének. A filoxérat koveto
fokozatos beépiilés részben a folyama-
tosan fennalld lakéteriileti igényeknek,
részben a bortermelés bels6 piaci valsa-
ganak is koszonhetd. A telepiilési arcu-
latot kedvezGen, az épitészeti sokféle-
séget jotékonyan harmonizalva, befo-
lyasolja a jelent6s fadllomany. Az érem

ABSTRACT

Buda hills — considered as a live-
able urban environment and attrac-
tive living space — has been formed on
site of former vineyards. Similar area
changes have occurred in different
European capitals too, but, in terms
of viticulture, corresponding terri-
tories have been occupied by urban
landscape in a different manner. The
primary focus of our study was to
identify the building blocks of the
Buda facade and its background.

This paper intends to analyse the land-
scape/urban transformation Buda vine-
yards has undergone since the last
decades of the 1gth century. The changes
were analysed at the same territory
using identical point of views. The study
— by exploring the phases and driving
forces of changes in urban growth and
plant cover — intends to present the
preserved characteristics and land-
scape elements of viticulture. Land-
scape approach of people at all times is
pictured through the inconstant ways
and tools of searching for landscape
experience. The results show, that, in
terms of Buda, the civil villas and estate
centres of hill estates could be iden-
tified as the archetype of the subse-
quent urban growth character. The
gradual urban growth followed by the
phylloxera plague is equally attributed
to the constant residential needs and to
the inner market crisis of viniculture.
The significant number of trees has a
beneficial effect on urban character
and a harmonising impact on archi-
tectural diversity. On the contrary,
today, the same trees rather obstruct
the visual connections from the higher
parks and lookouts. According to the

uniform landscape/urban character of
Hegyvidék — divided into districts in
terms of public administration —, its
similar development history, as well as
its values and problems, a capital zone
levelled image regulation is needed.

INTRODUCTION

Vineyards around the city had a great
role in the history of three capitals along
the riverside of the Danube. Before the
phylloxera plague, Budapest, Vienna
and Bratislava all had significant vine-
yards. Now, Vienna is the only capital
of Europe that also has an economi-
cally notable’ viti- and viniculture. Only
a small number of grape plots can be
found in Vinohrady, Bratislava, despite
the fact that the perished grapes had
been replanted on go% of the area by
1914.” Throughout this period of time
the development of Budapest occupied
the vineyards, too.” Although replanting
started right after the phylloxera plague
here too, viticultural landscape contin-
uously and gradually transformed into
urban landscape. What kind of landscape
character qualities and developmental
tendencies might have helped the Buda
hills to acquire, in general terms, an
urban character with prominent value?

Character analysis has always been
part of the research profile of the
Department of Landscape Protection
and Reclamation. Recently, it received
new impetus through national

BEVEZETES

A varos kornyéki sz616k jelentds szere-
pet jatszottak harom Duna menti f6va-
ros torténetében. A filoxéravész megje-
lenése el6tt Budapest, Bécs és Pozsony
is jelent6s szélotertletekkel rendelke-
zett. Ma pedig Bécs Eurdpa egyetlen
févarosa, ahol gazdasagilag is jelent6s’
sz616- és bortermelés folyik. Pozsony-
ban mar csak néhany széléparcella talal-
haté a Vinohrady varosrészben, bar az

elpusztult sz6léket 1914-re a teriiletek
g9o%-an ujratelepitették.” Budapesten a
varos fejlédése ez id¢ alatt elfoglalta a
sz6l6teriileteket is.’ Bar az djratelepi-
tés a filoxérat kovet6en nalunk is azon-
nal elindult, a sz6l6termeszt6 t4j folya-
matosan és fokozatosan alakult at
telepiilési t4jja.

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professional workshops on delineating
landscape character areas, and by the
introduction of Urban Design Manuals.
This article intends to draw attention
to the possibility — and necessity —
of research on landscape character
in urban landscapes, in addition to
the landscape character assessment
methods® and landscape protection
guidelines® primarily focusing on rural
landscapes. Our paper seeks to answer
questions about how urban growth
has gradually transformed the land-
scape character into an urban image,
and what current elements of local
characteristics and heritage can be
linked to the former landscape char-
acter in the residential areas of Buda.
In the Urban Development Concept
of Budapest the area defined as the
Hegyvidék (hilly zone) offers great
possibilities to study these ques-
tions. The gradual development of this
area has resulted in a complex urban
image, fraught with controversy and
yet still attractive. The three districts

of Budapest that make up the area
(districts I, X1, and XII) are currently
working on their Urban Design Manuals
and regulations on the urban image that
will determine the future image of the
Hegyvidék. Surveying of local architec-
tural heritage — that determines visual
fitting, one of the most important regu-
latory questions — is being done indi-
vidually in each district. However, this
raises the question whether, in terms of
the Buda hills — with its vast common
characteristics in natural features
and development history —, it would
be more appropriate to conceive zone
level regulations and recommenda-
tions derived from landscape character.
Our study considers the Buda hills
as an independent entity appearing in
public thinking;® and, stemming from
the former common public administra-
tional and viticultural roots, it intends
to define the characteristic features
of the townscape of the hills through
the landscape change processes going
hand in hand with urban growth.

hogyan formalddott at fokozatosan tele-
piilési karakterré, tovabba mi az egykori
tajkarakterrel osszefiiggésbe hozhato jel-
leg, 6rokség ma a budai lakdteriileteken.
A kérdés vizsgalatara jo lehet6séget
kinal a févaros zonabeosztasa alapjan
Hegyvidéknek nevezett teriilet, melynek
fokozatos fejlédése telepiilésképi szem-
pontbdl osszetett, ellentmondasokkal
terhes allapotokat, mégis, a mai napig
vonzo telepiilésképet eredményezett.
A Hegyvidék leend6 arculatat meghata-
rozo kézikonyvek és telepiilésképi ren-
delet megalkotédsan, valamint az igazo-
dast meghatarozo, helyi épitészeti 6rok-
ség feltérképezésén jelenleg a harom
érintett - II., XI., XII. - f6varosi kerti-
let dolgozik. Felvetédik azonban a kér-
dés, hogy a természeti adottsagaiban és
fejlédéstorténetében sok kozos vonast
mutaté budai hegyvidék esetében nem
lenne-e indokolt zénaszintt, a tajkarak-
terbél levezethetd illeszkedési szaba-
lyokat, ajanlasokat megfogalmazni.
Tanulméanyunk a budai hegyvi-
dékre, egyrészt mint a kdzgondolko-
dasban is megjelend 6nallo entitésra®
tekint. Masrészt a hajdani k6zos koz-
igazgatasi és sz6lémiivelési gyoke-
rekbdl kiindulva, a beépiiléssel egyiitt
jaro tajvaltozasi folyamatokon keresz-
till kivanja a hegyvidéki telepiilési tdj
karakterjellemz6it meghatarozni.

A tajkarakter telepiilési szovetbe 6rok-
l6désének vizsgalatara a févaros egye-
sitése (1873) el6tti Buda teriilete kivals
lehet@séget kinal, mivel az itt kiala-
kult telepiilési térség az egykori sz616-
termeszto teriiletek helyét foglalta el.
Vizsgalati mintateriiletiink (1. &bra: A
vizsgalt teriilet) Buda hataranak hegyvi-
déki tertileteit foglalja magaba; az egy-
kori Mészarosok tutjatol délre (ma Buda-
orsi ut) fekvd és a Sasad néven késébb
hozza kapcsolt domb- és sikvidéki terii-
letek kimaradnak az elemzésbdl.

Az utébbi 150 éves id6szak taj- és tele-
ptlésfejlédési folyamatait négy korszakra
bontva mutatjuk be: a kiegyezés kor-
szaka, a két vilaghaborua kozotti id6-
szak, a szocialista varosfejlesztés kor-
szaka, valamint a rendszervaltozas és
a jelenkor kozotti kozel harom évtized
ideje. A korszakokon beliil a karakterat-
alakulasi, atorokitodési folyamat feltara-
sat azonos szempontok szerint és a min-
den id6északban 6sszehasonlithatéan ren-
delkezésre &ll6 forrasok alapjan végeztiik.

A korszakonként ismétl6dé vizsgalati
szempontok a kovetkezdk: a taj/telepiilés
szerkezete, a megjelend beépitések meg-
hatéroz¢ arculati jellemz6i, a novényta-
karé telepiilésképi szerepe, a panorama
(kilatas és ralatas) tudatos kezelése és a
korra jellemz6 tajszemlélet, a beépiilési
folyamat mozgatorugoi, valamint saja-
tossagok Bécs és Pozsony viszonylataban.

A torténeti (topografiai és kataszteri)
térképek modot adtak a taj/telepiilés-
szerkezet valtozasainak, hangstlyo-
san a beépités jellegének és intenzita-
sdnak (témor varosias, laza varosias,
kertvéarosi, falusi, szérvany) kovetésére.
Fényképfelvételek, festmények és grafi-
kak, valamint korabeli leirasok segitet-
ték az arculatformal¢ épiiletek jellem-
zését. Az id6 mulasaval és a beépiiléssel
valtozé novényboritas megfigyelését tér-
képek, majd légi felvételek és a szakiro-
dalomban ko6zolt leirasok alapjan végez-
tiik. A kilatasi/ralatasi kapcsolatok val-
tozasat részben az azonos helyrél késziilt
4brazolasok és fényképfelvételek, rész-
ben az erdéket abrazold térképek alap-
jan allapitottuk meg. Az egyes korsza-
kok tajszemléletét, viszonyulasat a taj-
hoz a tajban megjelend 1j, és tobbnyire
a helyi kozosség szolgalatara épitett ele-
mek alapjan értékeltiik. Végiil a tele-
plilésfejlesztési, rendezési dokumentu-
mok (szabalyozasi tervek és el6irasok,”
févarosi fejlesztési projektek®) elem-
zése alapjan minden korszak feltarasa
végén értékeltiik a beépiilés mozgato-
rugdit, valamint a bécsi és pozsonyi fej-
16déstél megkiilonboztetd jegyeit is.

The territory of Buda, before the urban
unification of three settlements into
Budapest (1873), offers an exception-
ally suitable opportunity for research
on the inherited landscape character
elements within the context of an urban
image, as the settlement area estab-
lished here is located on the site of

the former vineyards. Our study terri-
tory (Fig 1.) includes the highland
areas of Buda, excluding areas situ-
ated South of Budaorsi street (formerly
known as Mészarosok street), and

the hilly and flatland areas later
annexed under the name of Sasad.

We present the landscape and urban
development of the past 150 years by
dividing it into four separate periods:
A.) the Austro-Hungarian period,;

B.) the interwar years; C.) the era of
state socialist urban development; D.)
and the almost three decades after
the regime change of 1990. We use
the same criteria system and compa-
rable sources for all periods to analyse
the most important changes in the
local character within each period.

The objects of analysis were the
following in each period: a.) Land-
scape structure/urban structure; b.)
main characteristic features of new
buildings; c.) role of plant cover in local
character; d.) conscious use of pano-
ramic vistas (scenery and visual connec-
tions); e.) approach to landscape
typical to the period; f.) driving forces
behind urban growth; g.) peculiarities
in relation to Bratislava and Vienna.

Historical (topographic and cadastral)
maps gave the opportunity to track
changes in the landscape/urban
structure, and especially the changes
in the character and intensity (dense
urban areas, loosely built-in urban
areas, suburbs, rural areas, individual
buildings) of built-in areas. Photo-
graphs, paintings, drawings and contem-
porary accounts were used to describe

isation were observed by using maps,
aerial photographs and descriptions in
literature. The changes in scenery and
visual connections were determined

Citadella

with the help of pictures and photo-
graphs taken from the same spot, and
maps depicting forests. We assessed the
typical approach to landscape of each
period based on new elements appearing
in the landscape, constructed for the
benefit of the local community. Finally,
through the analysis of urban devel-
opment and urban management docu-
ments (building plans and regulations,’
municipal development projects®), we
identified the driving forces behind
urban growth, and also the distinctive
attributes in relation to the devel-
opment of Vienna and Bratislava.

In summary, we analysed the history
of the area from the late 1gth century
until today by dividing it into four urban
development periods, using a set of six
objects of analysis. We summarised the
alternation processes evolving from the
analysis of each aspect to establish a
basis for present-day recommendations.

RESULTS

A) Austro-Hungarian period

This period covers the dynamic deve-
lopment between the compromise
(1867) and the 1st World War.

a) Landscape/urban structure

In the Austro-Hungarian period, the
built-in areas of Buda were surrounded
by vineyards. Complex viticultural
buildings were constructed along the
border between the town and the vine-
yards. We can say that the most promi-
nent of these areas was the Taban with
its special, rural characteristics due

to its independent urban history and
its population of Serbian vine-grower
serfs. Along the Varosmajor and by
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Osszegezve tehat: a XIX. szdzad maso-
dik felét6l napjainkig tarto idészakot
négy varosfejlédési korszakra osztva,
hat vizsgélati szempontbdl all6 rend-
szer szerint elemeztiik.

A sz6l6he-
gyek és a varos talalkozasanal sz6l6bir-
tokossaggal, szélémiiveléssel osszefliggd
beépitések alakultak ki.

A sz6l6birtok
és a tomor varosias beépités hazasita-
s&bdl a Tabannal nem kevésbé izgal-
mas eredmény sziiletett a Varosma-
jor mentén’ és a Rozsadomb labanal is.
A beépitéseket elhagyva a taj szer-
kezete szinte szabdlyos, gytir(is tago-
z6dast mutatott (2. abra: A t4j szerke-
zete 1873-ban). A belsé gytirtit, a cikk-
ben kés6bb belbudai sz6l6hegyeknek

nevezett térséget, ma kisparcellas, sz6-
l6termeszt6 monokultiraként hataroz-
nank meg. A teriilet magaba foglalta a
mai Rozsadombot (1. kép: A szél6hegyek
szerkezete az 1870-es években - Rézsa-
domb), a Ferenc-, Marton-, Orban-, Sas-,
a Gellért-hegyet és a Kis-Svab-hegyet

(2. kép: Sz6l6tablak a Jubileumi park
helyén). A hegyek ugyan 6nallo hegy-
kozségeket alkottak, de szerkezetiik-
ben sok hasonl6 vonast fedezhetiink fel.
A lejt6sebb hegyoldalakat a termesztés
célszertisége szerint kozel szintvonalon
futo vagy csekély lejtésti utakkal tera-

szokra, dil6kre bontottak. A lejtét tagolo

diléutak egymastol 120-200 m tavol-
sagra, parhuzamosan, hosszan haladtak
a hegyek oldalan. A teraszokat az emli-
tett utakra merélegesen keskeny parcel-
lakra osztottak. Az enyhébb lejtésti teri-

leteken szabdalytalan vagy sokszog alakd,

nagyobb telkek jottek létre, melyek oly-
kor halmazos szerkezett(i dtiléket alkot-
tak. A lejtésviszonyokhoz alkalmaz-
kod¢ uthalézat jellegzetes,” ék vagy
csillag alaku teresedései a lejtésvalta-
sok talalkozasaindl jottek létre. Ugyan-
csak jellemz6, hogy a sz616k és hegyte-
t6k mar nem mfivelt teriileteinek hata-
ran nem készitettek sem felsé utat,
sem Ovarkot, hanem a hegy-volgyi uta-
kat egyszertien végforduldval zartak le.

the foot of the R6zsadomb had simi-
larly exciting features with the combi-
nation of vineyards and the continuous
urban fabric. Villas here created closed
street walls while inner residen-
tial gardens, parks and cellars were
hidden behind the retaining walls.’
Beyond the built-in areas, the land-
scape structure provided an almost
completely regular, circular ring pattern
(Fig. 2:). The inner ring - hereinafter
called vineyards of Inner Buda was -
in today’s terms could be defined as
an area of small-scale, monoculture
vineyard. It included the R6zsadomb
(Picture 1) and some of the inner Buda
hills (Ferenc, Marton, Orban, Sas, Gellért
and Kis-Svéb hills). (Picture 2). Although
each of the hills stand out as inde-
pendent vineyards, a lot of similarities
can be found if we look at their struc-
tures. For practical reasons, the steeper
hill-sides were divided into terraces
or small parcels using horizontal or
very gently sloping roads, which ran
along the hillsides parallel to each
other at a distance of 120-200 metres.
The terraces were divided into narrow
parcels perpendicular to these roads.
Areas with gentler slopes had a less
regular structure, here, larger, polygonal
or irregular plots were created, often

making a clustered pattern. Character-
istic,"” wedge- or star-shaped spaces
of the road network were created at
the junctions of the roads, accommo-
dating to the conditions of the slopes.
It was also typical that neither paths
nor ditches were constructed at the
borders between vineyards and the
uncultivated areas of the hilltops, these
roads simply ended in turnarounds.
The second ring was formed by the
diverse area occupied by mountain
estates where a large number of a
detached buildings marked the centres
of the often mosaic estate structures
(Picture 3). Here, the valleys, meadows
and hills played equal roles. The
scenery of roads running between the
large parcels of vineyards and gardens
towards the forests was augmented by
the landscape of manors, villas, holiday
homes, meadows, and the intensively
maintained parks and forest patches.
These hillside properties and summer
houses were built in an artistic way
by wealthier citizens. For example, the
celebrated writer, poet and novelist
Mor Jokai invested all of his income
he made from several of his books
in 1850-60s into his passion project,
building the romantic Jékai villa. He
formed his property according to his

A masodik gyfir(it a hegyi birtokok
mozaikos tajszerkezetti térsége alkotta,
melyben laza elrendezésben, de jelentds
mennyiségben alltak a birtoktestek suly-
pontjat jelols éptiletcsoportok (3. kép:
Kilatas a Facanra és a Laszlovszky-
hegyre a Normafa feldl, a hegyi birto-
kok, véltozatos kertgazdasagok latva-
nyaval) és falusias szérvanyok is. Itt a
volgyeknek, mez6knek és a hegyek-
nek egyenrangu szerepe volt. A volgyek-
ben vezetd, fasitott utakat a sz6l6tab-
lak és kertek, majorok, villak, nyarald-
lakok, rétek, apolt parkok, erdéfoltok
szigeteinek latvanya tette hangulatossa.
A hegyeken a tehet6sebb varosi polgarok
miivészein formalt birtokai, nyari szalla-
sai voltak. Gondoljunk csak J6kai Mdrra,
aki tobb konyvének bevételét forditotta
itt elhelyezked6 birtoka sajat elképze-
lései szerinti formalasara, uri passzio-
jara, a természettel valo egyiittélés har-
moniajanak megteremtésére!"

A festményeken romantiku-
san abrazolt vadon a budai zarandok-
latok végallomasaul szolgald szakra-
lis helyeket, a budaszentlérinci palos
kolostort, illetve Makkosmariat valasz-
totta el a hétkoznapok vilagatol.

A belbudai sz6l6hegyek diiléiben beépi-
tést egyaltaldn nem, nagyobb épitményt
is alig abrazolnak a térképek a filoxéra-
vészig. Itt nem voltak pincék, préshazak,
a bort a polgarhazak pincéiben tarol-
ték, igy a szallitasi tavolsagok is hozza-
jarultak ahhoz, hogy e térség a varostol
3-5 kilométerre ért véget. Az egyes sz6-
l6hegyeknek a kopar csticsok és magas-
latok felszinformai és a Varbdl lathato
épitményei kolcsonoztek 6nallo jelle-
get.

with vineyard, orchard and garden in
deep harmony and cooperation with
Nature." The public dance-halls and
the first medical institutions of the
area were lined up along the valleys.

The outermost ring was the
woodland itself. The wilderness,
depicted in a romantic fashion on
paintings, divided the mundane world
from the religious places serving as
the endpoints of pilgrim trails, like
Paul’s monastery at Budaszentl6rinc
and the Makkos Maria shrine.

b) Characteristic buildings

Maps show no urban fabric in the vine-
yards of Inner Buda prior to the phyl-
loxera epidemic, and even larger
individual buildings were also scarce.
No cellars or significant buildings were
constructed here as the wine was stored
in the cellars of residential buildings,
therefore, the difficulty of transporting
also contributed to fact that this area
ended in a 3-5 kilometres travel from
the city. Individual hills were given indi-
vidual character by the morphology of
scaups and summits, along with their
buildings visible from the Buda Castle.
Gellért hill, for example was special by
its cliffs extending over the Danube, the

Citadel, the Calvary building, and the
path leading up to the side peak. Sas
hill was unique due to its row of five
peaks and the Weber villa located at
the bottom of the northern slope of the
rock lawn outermost crag, with a view
to the Buda Castle and the Tunnel. The
steep edge of Rozsadomb facing the
Castle was topped with the tomb of Giil
Baba,"” while its higher ridge was high-
lighted by the crossroad leading to it
and the Veronica Chapel (Picture 4:
Veronika chapel depicted on the
painting of Emil Hiitter in the 1850’s).
Nicely situated, loosely arranged
and well-built villas made the areas
of mountain estates attractive. The
villas preferably had a view to the
Castle and the hills or to each other,
while the houses serving as the
homes of servants and sometimes the
larger cellars and press-houses were
hidden in smaller valleys. By the turn
of the century, larger buildings were
constructed in both areas. The vine-
yards of Inner Buda housed central insti-
tutions aimed at saving viticulture after
the phylloxera plague* (Picture 5: Vine
and Vinery Research Institute). Parts
of the mountain estates area close to
the city were utilised for other institu-
tional development projects too. The

A XIX. szazad végi Buda sokkal kevésbé
volt fasitott, mint jelenleg. A szinte tel-
jesen fatlan belbudai sz6l6hegyeken
védelmi okok vagy a sekély, koves talaj
miatt nem miivelték a hegytetéket, azok
szigetszeriien emelkedtek'® a dombor-
zatot kovet6, hullamzé szélGsorok folé.
A miveletlen szigeteken az alacsonyabb
hegytetéket sziklagyepek, mig a hegyi
birtokok magasabb térségében inkabb
erd6k boritottak.

first large-scale hospitals and educa-
tional institutions were constructed
here: the former bedlam was expanded
into the Lip6tmez6 Mental and Neuro-
logical Asylum' in 1898; the New
Saint John's Hospital'® was opened

in 1898, while a Christian boarding
school was established in 1896.

¢) Plant cover

Buda had significantly fewer trees at
the end of the 1g9th century than it has
today. In the almost completely tree-
less vineyards of Inner Buda, the hill-
tops were not cultivated for protection
purposes or because of the shallow and
rocky soil — they emerged above the
rolling rows of grapevines like islands."
These uncultivated areas were covered
with grassland on lower summits, while
in the higher-elevation area of the moun-
tain estates, they were typically covered
with forests. Quarries opened near the
peaks of Kis-Svab hill (Picture 6: Location
of quarries at rocky peaks and fringes,
Kiss-Svéab hill map cut) and Ferenc hill
also disturbed the natural forest cover.
Paintings and photographs depicted the
mosaic-like, informal, shaded area of
mountain estates, divided by gardens,
parks and forest patches, as a transi-
tional zone towards the continuous,

closed suburban woodlands. These
forested areas, however, were much
less dense than today. This is illustrated
by both photographs and the shape

of the surviving old trees with wide,
branching crowns, a sign of being situ-
ated in an open area while growing

up. These woodlands had been func-
tioning and maintained as hunting
forests for centuries, with very few alien
species amongst the deciduous trees.

d) Approach to landscape
The monoculture vineyards of Inner
Buda were the site of intensive, day-long
agricultural work. The workers of a reli-
gious age required the construction of
religious places for daily prayers. Cruci-
fixes were raised along the most impor-
tant crossroads and major roads — often
found at the settlement border —, while
religious buildings were constructed at
prominent points of the vineyard hills."”
Due to the rampant air pollution
within the city and the lack of trees in
the vineyards, citizens of Buda used the
mountain estate zone for fresh air, excur-
sions and recreation. They certainly
recognised the favourable climatic
and aesthetic qualities of the area,
and identified it with recreational and
curative properties. A large number of

sdga miatt, a budai polgarsag a hegyi bir-
tokok zonajat hasznalta tiideje kiszel-
l6ztetésére, kiranduldsok és mulatsagok
szinhelyéiil. A teriilet kedvez6 klimati-
kus adottsagait és tajképi értékeit nagyra
értékelték, a rekreacioval és gyogyha-
tassal azonositottak. Az erd6 varos felé
esO szegélyteriiletein szép szdmmal all-
tak a mulatozéasra, feliidiilésre alkal-
mas helyek, fogadok és vendéglok. A tér-
ség népszerliségét mutatja, hogy az els6
kotottpalyas nyomvonalak kiépitése
nem a belbudai sz6l6hegyek feltarasat,
hanem els6sorban a hegyi birtokok és az
erddség gytrijének elérhetGségét szol-
gélta. Rovidebb mulatsagok szamara el6-
szeretettel hasznaltak a kozeli Gellért-
hegy tetejét és északi lejtéit is, bar ez a
hegy a pesti polgarokat is csalogatta.
Mivel a budai zardndokutak a varosi
erdén keresztiil haladtak at, az erd6
széle imadsag helyiil szolgald képes
fakkal (7. kép: Mariaremete, Utmenti
Szentfa) és képoszlopokkal, valamint
keresztekkel volt tele, mig az erd6
mélye magéat az dhitatot jelentette.

Szép szammal sziilettek képek a bel-
budai sz6l6hegyek szabad, fatlan vagy
tobbnyire szakralis épitményekkel - a
Gellért-hegy esetében katonai épitmény-
nyel - korondzott magaslatai altal nyuj-
tott panoramardl, jelezve, hogy a kor
embere épitett ,messzelatok” nélkiil is
élvezhette a tavlatokat és a tajképet. A
magasabban fekv6, de tagoltabb hegyi
birtokok zonajaban a villakat tervezet-
ten hangoltak a latvanytengelyekre,
els6sorban a Budai Var latképére. Az
erd6ov el6terének, a Normafa kornyé-
kének korai népszertiségében is szere-
pet jatszott a varos tavoli, de paratlan
latképe. Altalanossagban megallapit-
haté, hogy a sokkal ritkdbb névényallo-
many, a kopdr tettk és a sz6l6k f6lotti
atlatasi lehet6ség kovetkeztében a ter-
mészeti formak és az épitett elemek
korabeli harmdéniaja szamtalan pontrol
megcsodalhaté és csodalt volt Budan.

A filoxéravész a budai sz6l6ket 1884-ben
érte el, és 10 év leforgasa alatt jorészt
kipusztitotta. Bar ekkor sokan felhagy-
tak a sz6lémiiveléssel, jelentds tjrate-
lepitések is torténhettek, hiszen a f6va-
rosi ujsagok ujabb két évtized elteltével
remek hangulatt sziiretekrél szamoltak
be a belbudai sz6l6hegyekhez tartozé
Sas-hegyen és a hegyi birtokok térségé-
ben all6 Kis-Svab-hegyen is. Bizonyos
azis, hogy a szél6teriiletek atalakuldsa
1873-ban, Buda févarosba integralasa-
val, a filoxératol fiiggetleniil is megkez-
dédott, és a folyamat a jarvanyt kove-
t6en felgyorsult.

1894. évi Epitésiigyi Szabalyzat a budai
hegyvidék teriiletei koziil a Gellért-hegy
és a Rézsadomb hegylabi teriiletein,
valamint az Alagut fel6l megkozelithet6
teriileteken (Vérmezd, Vizivaros, Déli
palyaudvar) zartsoru beépités kijelolésé-
vel tagitotta a tomor varosias térséget.
A Szeml6-hegy, az Istenhegy, a Kis-Svab-
hegy, az Orban-hegy, a Martonhegy és a
Sas-hegy, valamint a koztiik elteriil6 vol-
gyek Osszefliggo teriiletét, tehat mindkét
szél6tertleti gytirtihoz tartozé maradék
teriileteket, a szabadon 4llé nyaralok
és melléképiiletek épitése szamara ira-
nyozta el6. A vizsgalt terlileten a tomor
varosias beépiilés a févarosi hidak épi-
tésének sorrendjéhez igazodé iitemben
novekedett. A Szabadsag hid és az Erzsé-
bet hid megépitésével els6ként a Gel-
lért-hegy rendezett atépitése kezd6dott
meg, majd a Rézsadombon a Margit hid
serkentette a varosiasodéas folyamatat.

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recreational facilities, inns and restau-
rants were opened at the fringes of

the forest. Clearly representing the
popularity of the area, the first public
transport tracks were not built towards
the vineyards, but to improve the acces-
sibility of the mountain estate areas
and the mountain rings. The summit
and northern slopes of Gellért hill

was also popular as destinations of
shorter excursions and parties, among
the citizens of the Pest side, too.

As the Buda pilgrim routes crossed
the woodlands, the fringe of the forest
was full of crosses and depictions of
saints carved into trees (Picture 7:
Roadside Sacred Tree, Mariaremete)
or pillars, while the deeper parts of
the forest were places of devotion.

e) Vistas, scenery and visual connections
A large number of pictures and paintings
immortalised the panoramic scenery

of the summits that at this point were
open and treeless or had mostly reli-
gious structures — except for the military
building on Gellért hill — on top of them,
showing that people of the era enjoyed
the scenery and vistas without special
lookout buildings. Villas, situated at

the higher but more fragmented moun-
tain estates zone, were constructed with
the aim to enhance vistas, primarily the
Buda Castle. The remote, but spectac-
ular view of the city could also play a role
in the early popularity of the Normafa
area, located at the edge of the wood-
land zone. In general, due to the less
dense vegetation cover, treeless summits
and visual connections over the vine-
yards, the harmony of natural and built
elements of the time could be - and even
was - admired from many spots in Buda.

f) Driving forces behind urban growth
The phylloxera plague reached the Buda
vineyards in 1884 and almost fully erad-
icated them in the next 10 years. Even
though a lot of owners gave up viti-
culture at this time, large areas could

have been replanted, as two decades
later local newspapers reported spir-

yards had already started with the inte-
gration of Buda into the unified capital

in 1873, irrespectively of the phylloxera.
After the plague, this process gained even
bigger momentum, as empty agricul-
tural plots became sites of urban devel-
opment of a capital town becoming an
emerging metropolis in a rapid and regu-
lated manner. The Council of Metropol-
itan Public Works witnessing ecological,
economic and social processes over-
turning the structure of the Buda hills,
strove for an attractive, modern urban
image, both overseeing and executing
development projects. The Council played
an invaluable role in providing the condi-
tions of residential and real estate devel-
opment.” The Building Regulations of
1894 expanded dense urban areas by
designating an interconnected building
line on the foothills of Gellért hill and
Roézsadomb, as well as in areas accessible
through the Tunnel (Vérmezd, Vizivaros,
Southern Railway Station areas). The
interconnected areas of Szemld hill,
Isten hill, Kis-Svab hill, Orban hill,
Marton hill and Sas hill, as well as the
valleys between them — in other words,
all remaining areas of both viticultural
areas — were designated for free-standing
holiday houses and outbuildings. The
actual expansion of dense urban sites of
the study area followed the dynamics of
the construction order of the bridges over
the Danube. After Szabadsag (Liberty)
and Erzsébet (Elizabeth) bridges were
built, the first hill to transform was
Gellért hill, soon to be followed by the
Roézsadomb area, stimulating the urban
fabric there by Margaret (Margit) Bridge.

g) Bratislava and Vienna relations

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from the characteristics of Vienna and
Bratislava. The independent vineyards of
the villages integrated in 1890, located
3-5 kilometres from the core of the city,
lying on the hillsides NW-SSW from the
valley-slashed piedmont, provided the
viniculture of Vienna (Picture 8. Vine-
yards of Vienna by the end of the 1gth
century; km scale). After the integration
of the 51 settlements the population of
the Austrian capital rose over two million,
and it has not gone any further since
then. Similarly to Buda, the vineyards

of Bratislava, laced with cellars, tightly
girdled over the city — with a substan-
tially lower population™ than its regional
associates had — only at the NW side
(Picture g: Vineyard area at the end of
the 1gth century, metres scale). All three
cities helped the rehabilitation of vine-
yard crops in an organized way, by setting
up vinery schools, providing collections
of cultivars and specialised services.

B) Interwar period

The Peace Treaty of Trianon, that finally
closed the negotiations after World War
Iin 1920, resulted a massive loss of terri-
tory in Hungary. In order to strengthen
the social recovery from the historic
disaster an intensive development

was started by the government with

a definite emphasis on the capital.

a) Landscape/urban structure

By the beginning of this era, the two
former rings of viticulture had been
replaced by a hilly area with detached,
free-standing buildings, smaller villas.
The size of the area decreased due to the
expansion of dense urban fabric along the
main valley roads. The border between
the hilly area and dense urban fabric was
formed along the continuous, 3-5 storey
building line (Picture 10: View from the
Sas Hill in the 1930’s) on the foothills

of Ferenc hill, Kis-Svab hill and Német-
volgy, all accessible via the Buda section
of the Grand Boulevard. The former vine-
yards designated for residential areas of

outbuildings and holiday houses beyond
the multi-storey urban facades® gradu-
ally gave way to a more intensive residen-
tial use, by the division of plots according
to the new planning regulations. The 1914
municipal zoning plan decided to allow
the construction of higher buildings even
in the suburban hilly zone (including
Szemld6 hill, Rézmal, Kis-Svéab hill, Orban
hill and the lower parts of Sas hill, along
with Nap hill and Gellért hill). The plan
designated a densely built-in suburban
zone with front gardens and smaller plot
sizes around the Southern railway line
and on the Var hill, while the outskirts

of the zone remained for the construc-
tion of holiday houses (Picture 11: Holiday
villa, Rozsadomb). Due to the expan-

sion of the urban fabric, by the start of
World War II, the landscape became a bit
patchwork-like, with green islands and
corridors surrounded by built-in resi-
dential areas, and with green valleys

and slopes in the outskirts dotted by a
number of loose, but unbuilt urban blocks
standing alone in the suburban land-
scape. (Figure 3: Landscape structure

of Buda hills, 1932). The woodlands still
retained their recreational function and
open structure; a number of sports and
touristic facilities were constructed in
the era, and its size increased a bit, too.

b) Characteristic buildings

Postcards and maps clearly show that at
the beginning, new buildings in the hilly
zone were built according to the plan-
ning principles and guidelines of the

hill estates. Buildings were primarily
settled so as to take advantage of the
scenery, while the architectural quality
reflected the owners’ high level of social
and economic positions and life styles.
(Picture 12: View of Rézmal). The first
buildings were designed in historical
and Art Nouveau style, while modernist
buildings with flat roofs and large
terraces ensuring appropriate amount
of sunshine appeared only in the last
decade of the period. (Picture 13: View
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19 The population of Budapest at the
turn of the century was about 900.000;
Bratislava had about 650.000

Orban-hegy, Sas-hegy also része, a Nap-
hegy és a Gellért-hegy). Kistelkes, el6-
kertes, stirtibb beépitésii kertes varosi
ovezetet alakitott ki a Déli palyaudvar
kornyékén és a Varhegy tertiletén. A
maradék hegyvidéki térséget nyaral6-
Ovezetben tartotta tovabbra is. (12. kép:
Nyaraldvilla, Rézsadomb). A varosias
beépités térnyerése kovetkeztében a II.
vilaghaborua idészakéara a tagolé zoldfe-
lilletek szigetei, s6t folyosoi is korvona-
lazédtak a belsé teriileteken, mig a hat-
tértertiletek volgyeiben és hegyoldalain
szamtalan laza, varosias beépitésti, de
még beépitetlen teriiletekkel tagolt tomb
maradt szabadon (3.

A fényképfelvételek, térképi forrasok
tanusaga szerint a hegyvidéki térség
hazai kezdetben a hegyi birtokok épiile-
teinek tervezési elveit kovették. Az épi-
letek elhelyezését tovabbra is a telek
kilatasi adottsagai szabtak meg, és az itt
épitkez6 tehet6sebb polgarok toreked-
tek arra, hogy izlésiiket, életstilusukat és
tarsadalmi rangjukat az épitészeti min6-
séggel is kifejezzék (13. kép: Rézmal lat-
képe). Az épiileteket el6bb a historizmus
vagy a szecesszio jellemezte. A korszak
végén pedig a modern stilusban terve-
zett (14. kép: Kilatas egy bauhaus villabol
a Janos-hegy felé) nagy, esetleg sok tera-
szos, jo benapozasu, lapos tetds épliletek
is megjelentek.

A hegyvidéki arculatot a silyos influ-
enzajarvanyok és a TBC miatt egészsé-
ges levegbre vagyo, nevelési-** és gyogy-
intézmények helykeresése is befolya-
solta. Az intézmények telepiilésképi
jellemz6it a Notre Dame de Sion neve-
l6intézet (15. kép: Notre Dame de Sion
francia apaca-rendhaz, 1930-as években
készult kép) péld4jan mutatjuk be. Fek-
vése miatt az épiiletb6l* paratlan kilatas
nyilt a varosra,” a varosbol nézve pedig
az éplletre és a jelent6s méretti épiile-
tet tajba illeszt6, tervezett kertre is. Az
iskolakert kialakitasa ezen feliil a t4j
adta atszellemiilés és a tanulék rendsze-
res testedzésének lehetdségét volt hiva-
tott megteremteni fenyéligetek, gytimol-
cs0s0k, sétautak és jatszoterek létesi-
tésével. Minden osztaly szdmara sajat
lugast és gombatelepet alakitottak ki, és
emellett egy botanikus kertrészt is 1ét-
rehoztak a didkoknak, madaretettkkel.

A korabban szinte fatlan belbudai sz6-
l6hegyi teriileteken a beépitésekkel
egylitt jaré kertépitési munkak kovet-
keztében jelentek meg a legtdobbszor ide-
genhonos fafajokbdl telepitett fasitasok.

In order to develop the usually inde-
pendent settlements of the former Inner
Buda hills — with the help of a great
amount of time and financial investment
to ensure community development —
civil society organizations and citizen's
clubs were formed to help the coordi-
nated and good quality development of
the distinct neighbourhoods.” Munic-
ipal regulations usually provided only a
legal framework to the forming facade
of the hills, so the architectural char-
acter of the new residential areas and
also the public spaces — among others,
questions like fences and planting trees
along the streets — reflected only the
taste of a wealthy and educated class.
The architectural image of these
hillside areas were also heavily influ-
enced by the spatial requirements of
educational® and healthcare institu-
tions, which preferred finding their loca-
tions within a healthy environment in a
time of serious epidemics of influenza
and tuberculosis. The example of the
boarding school built by the congre-
gation of Notre Dame de Sion (Picture
14: Congregation of Notre Dame de
Sion, French nunnery, photo taken in
the 1930’s) clearly illustrates the impact
of these institutions on the local char-
acter. On the one hand, the placement
of the building™ offered an outstanding
view of the city.” On the other hand,
the building, with its well-designed
garden, blending the large structure
into the landscape, was a prominent
sight from the city as well. The garden
was designed to provide a place for
contemplation and regular exercises for
students, with its pine groves, orchards,
walking paths and playgrounds. Each
class had its own trellis and mushroom
colony, and a botanic garden was also
established together with bird feeders.

¢) Plant cover
Due to the landscaping and construction
works started on the previously treeless

hills of the Inner Buda vineyards, plan-
tations of mainly non-native tree species
appeared in the areas. The loss of terri-
tory owing to the Trianon Peace Treaty
resulted in a dramatic decrease of
forested areas. The new governmental
afforestation strategies transformed the
outskirts of Budapest, mainly the Buda
hills. Barren outcrops, summits and
inclusions, rocky hillsides have been
forested and planted with trees. Forest
engineers often experimented with
Austrian pine and other alien species

at scaups and rocky hillsides. The new
afforestation policies caused a signifi-
cant increase in forested areas, mostly
in the former vineyards and grass-
lands. The open structure of the Buda
woodlands became even denser.

d) Approach to landscape

The changing landscape approach can
best be detected in case of the build-
ings along the major serpentine paths.*
New residential quarters needed a

new road system, where the construc-
tion of hilly roads often required large
retaining walls. Though the construc-
tion of retaining walls was remarkable
in a technological sense, they were often
very high®® and therefore had a nega-
tive impact on the visibility and acces-
sibility of landscape elements with
traditional and religious value.” Motor-
isation at the same time had a smaller
impact on the internal road network of

the Buda hills, where the most important

lines of the former vineyard roads could
remain, hereby providing a chance for
crosses and other religious buildings to

survive. However, the diminishing impor-

tance of religious landscape elements

reflected in the use of forests, too. People

were primarily seeking opportunities for
outdoor exercise and excursions during
the interwar period, so the construc-
tion of new sports facilities and desig-
nation of new hiking trails became

the most popular development goals,
widely supported by the public as well.

A honvédségi hasznalatnak koszonhet6
azonban, hogy a lejt6 és a cstcs, a tobbi
hegytdl eltérden, sokaig gyepes maradt.

e) Vistas, scenery and visual connections
The use of peaks also changed, leaving
behind the religion and cultivation based
traditions. More and more lookout build-
ings, accessible through walking paths,
were built in the area® to facilitate the
beauty of the scenery. Providing a wide,
panoramic view of the surrounding
landscape became one of the most
important principles in designing and
positioning new buildings, too. As a
preparation for war and as a part of

the air defence system of the capital,
uniform bunkers were constructed

on the undeveloped summits.

f) Driving forces behind urban growth
Motorisation, construction of road
system and hence the easy access have
accelerated the development of urban-
ised areas close to the centre, and led to
a more densely built-in urban fabric in
the higher hilly zone with detached, free-
standing buildings too. In this period,

the pace of progress was primarily
influenced by developments in public

transport, including the extension of
former tram lines and stops, as well as
the establishment of new bus lines.

It is typical of the era that the formerly
uncultivated or undeveloped lands
became municipal development areas.
According to the regulation guide-
lines the mountain tops and unculti-
vated, vacant plots were designated
to become public or green spaces, and
the former cultivated areas were lifted
out of the designated urban fabric.*” On
Gellért hill, the southern slope close
to the peak and the area of the demol-
ished Taban district were merged into
the previously built public park on the
northern slope. However, the public
park on the peaks of Sas hill was never
realised (Picture 15: Relevant part of
the regulation guidelines) owing to the
military developments. The Charles IV
Barrack® was placed here to the foot of
Sas Hill in the World War 1. period and it
resulted in a direct block for the devel-
opment of the southern slope. Military
land use was the reason why the slopes

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terelte eltéré mederbe. A békediktatum
kovetkeztében Magyarorszag teriileté-
nek 2/3-at elcsatoltak, &m a szdl6teri-
let 2/3-a a csonka orszdgban maradt,

s igy hazdnkban hamarosan tulterme-
lési valsag jelentkezett. Ezzel szemben
Pozsonyban éppenséggel nétt a borok
iranti kereslet, és a bécsi borok szamara
is stabil piacot jelentett a févaros lakos-
saga. A trianoni dontést koveto erételjes
centralizalt fejlesztésnek koszonhetden
a két vilaghaboru ko6zott Budapest lakos-
sdga csaknem megduplazddott. Pozsony-
ban 60 ezer f6vel novekedett ebben az
id6szakban a lakossag, mig Bécsben 400
ezerrel csokkent. Bécsben és Pozsonyban
tehat nem veszélyeztette sem az urba-
nizalédas iiteme, sem a bor konjunktu-
raja a sz6l6tertiletek fennmaradasat.

A szocialista teleptiilésrendezési elkép-
zelésekben a budai hegyvidék funkcioja
els6sorban a jo leveg6 biztositasa volt a
févaros egésze szamara, amiben kiemelt
szerepet szantak az erd6teriileteknek,
illetve azok novelésének. A varosfejlesz-
tés a hegyvidéki térség jovijét és jellegét
egynemtiként hatdrozta meg, mindenhol
tobblakasos hazak létesitésére adott lehe-
téséget.”” Az Uj beépitések a villakhoz tar-
tozo feldarabolt telkeken vagy az addig
még beépitetlen, megkozelithet6ség, koz-
miivesitettség szempontjabol kevéshé

jo fekvésti telkeken torténtek. A fejlédés
motorjat jelentd uthaldzat, igy a telepiilés-
szerkezet is kevéssé valtozott. A hegyvi-
déki térség teriilete a korabbiakhoz képest
valamelyest sz{ikiilt a tomor varosias koz-
pont és az erdéteriiletek tovabbi nove-
kedése miatt (4. 4bra: Buda hegyvidéki
teriileteinek tajszerkezete 1960). A hegy-
vidéki beépitések stirlisodése kovetkezté-
ben hatarozottabba és tervezettebbé valt a
tagolo, keretez6 zoldteriiletek rendszere.

Arculatformald/jellemzé épiiletek
A habord romboléasa, majd a villak és
intézmények allamositédsa, az épiiletek

funkcidvéaltasa jelentds atalakitasok-
hoz, atépitésekhez vezetett, melyek-
nek kovetkeztében a hegyvidék épii-
letallomanyanak eredeti megjelenése
sokat valtozott, romlott. A korabbi kor-
szakban emlitett intézményekhez
hasonl6 mérett, jelent6ségii 1j okta-
tasi és egészségligyi létesitménye-

ket csak keveset épitettek ide ekkor.**
A jové generacidjanak egészséges fej-
l6dése érdekében inkabb az egykori
polgari joléti intézményeket, tobbek
kozott a volt Svabhegyi szallodat alaki-
tottak 4t tiiddészanatoriumma, illetve a
Bélyai - Baba utcai rozsadombi villacso-
portba telepitettek gyermekkdrhazat.

A korszak kezdetének 1j beépitései
tobbnyire kozpontilag tAmogatott, szer-
vezett fejlesztésekkel épiil6 mini lakdte-
lepek, tipusterv tarsashazak, tégla vagy
blokkfalas, 3-4 szintes, lapos tet6s koc-
kahazak voltak, melyek nélkiiloztek min-
den személyességet és egyéni izlést. A
fényképek jol tikrozik, hogy ezek a sze-
gényes formavilagu 1j épiiletek mennyire
bé&ntdan és kirivéan jelentek meg a villak
szomszédsagaban az 1g970-es években
(17. kép: Kocka tarsashazak, mint lako-
telepek). Kisebb szamban épiltek csa-
ladihazak is, melyek inkabb a kiils6bb,
addig beépitetlen teriileteket™ jellemez-
ték. Villa vagy nyaral6épiiletek helyett
itt ink&bb falusias beépités, esetenként
a ,Kadar-kocka” jelent meg, és az 1968
utdn meginduld tarsashaz jellegti 6rok-
lakas-épitések is csak ritka kivételként
hordoztak egyéni épitészeti jegyeket.

A nyolcvanas évekt6l divatba jott™
steraszhazas”, lépcs6zott, nagy erké-
lyes beépitések (18. kép: Teraszha-
zak) a kilatasra hangoltsag tekinteté-
ben mar a hegyvidéki hagyoményo-
kat kovették, ugyanakkor az épiiletek
terepet lefed6 tomege tul erds lat-
vanyként uralta a hegyoldalakat.

A korszak masodik felében a modern
nagyvarost jelz6, kilaté jelleg(i ,magasha-
zak” a f6bb volgyi utak mentén (19. kép:
Korszallo), a telepiilésszegélyi kapukban
vagy a csomodpontokban is megjelentek.

and summit of the Sas hill could retain
their grassland vegetation for a longer
time than other surrounding hills.

g) Bratislava and Vienna relations

The centrally subsidised development
of viticulture revival, taking place at all
three settlements, was channelled into
a different direction in Budapest due

to the Treaty of Trianon. As a result of
the peace treaty, 2/3 of Hungary's area
was disannexed, but 2/3 of the vineyard
area remained in the truncated country,
generating an overproduction crisis
soon after. In contrast, demand for wine
rose in Bratislava, and the population of
the capital provided a stable market for
Viennese wines, too. Due to the powerful
centralised development after the treaty
the population of Budapest almost
doubled between the two world wars.
The population of Bratislava increased
by 6o thousand in this period, while

in Vienna it decreased by 400 thou-
sand. Therefore, neither the measure of
urbanisation, nor the prosperity of wine
endangered the survival of vineyards.

C) Urban development in the
period of state socialism

From the post war years to the turn
of 19g0.

a) Landscape/urban structure

According to urban development ideas of
the socialist era, the primary function of
the Buda hills was to provide fresh air for
the entire capital. To achieve this goal,
the expansion and protection of forests
got primary importance. Urban devel-
opment concepts formulated a uniform
vision for the future and character of

the hilly area, providing opportunity to
construct multi-apartment residential
buildings everywhere.” New building
sites were opened, on the one hand

by dividing the large plots of the villa
zone, and on the other, in the undevel-
oped, less favourable locations in terms
of accessibility and utilities. The road

network — acting as a facilitator of the
development — and the urban structure
only partially developed in this period.
However, the new utilisation of the
former villas and large residential houses
resulted in a significant functional
transformation. Due to the expansion
of densely built urban areas and wood-
lands, the size of the hilly area became
somewhat smaller (Fig. 4: Landscape
structure of the areas of Buda hills). As
the urban fabric in mountainous areas
became denser, the compartmental-
ising and framing system of green areas
became more clean-cut and planned.

b) Characteristic buildings

The devastation caused by the war,
followed by the nationalisation of

villas and institutions and the func-
tional changes led to significant alter-
ations, conversions of old buildings. In
this way the original architectural image
of the area fundamentally changed and
degraded. Only a relatively small number
of new educational and healthcare facil-
ities were placed in the Buda hills* in
this period. To promote the health of the
future generation the former buildings
and institutions of the middle class were
converted into sanatoriums and hospi-
tals (the Svabhegy Hotel was rebuilt

as a pulmonary sanatorium, etc.).

New developments at the beginning
of the era typically consisted of centrally
subsidised, organized construction of
small-scale housing estates, type-design
apartment buildings or 3-4 storey, flat-
roof apartment ,cubes” built from bricks
or blocks, all lacking any personality or
originality. Photographs from the 1970’s
show well how these new buildings
looked out-of-place and ill-fitting next
to the villas (Picture 16: “Cubes” as resi-
dential districts). A smaller number of
detached-houses were also built that had
been characteristic for the remote, previ-
ously completely undeveloped areas.*
Instead of free-standing villas or holiday
homes, a more rural townscape was

Elterjedésiiket segitette, hogy a kora-
beli épitésszabdalyozas nem vette tudo-
masul létiiket, nem szamitottak beépi-
tett teriiletnek, igy a szabalyozas, saj-
nalatosan, megjelenésiikkel szemben
sem tamasztott kovetelményeket.

harmas célrendszerén - gazdasagi,
védelmi, kozjoléti - beliil az utébbi sze-
rint, a parkerd6kre vonatkozo elvek alap-
jan kezdték meg. A rombolt feliiletek és
természetes koparok erdésitése kezdet-
ben sajnos djra feketefenyével tortént. A
meredekebb hegyvidéki telkeken mind
inkabb elmaradé miivelés kovetkezté-
ben magatdl cserjés erddszegélyek kelet-
keztek, igy a varosszéli erdéteriiletek
néhany évtized alatt érzékelhetden nove-
kedtek a varos irdnyaba, és a koparok
is erd6stltté valtak. A kialakult erdék a
magasabban fekv§ térszinek meghddi-
tasaval kozvetlen és hatarozott latképi
keretet adtak az alacsonyabb térszinek
felél fokozatosan beépiil6 tertileteknek.
A F6varosi Kertészeti Véallalat a
modern varosi zoldfeliiletek kialaki-
tasanak igényével fasitotta a hegyvi-
déki utcakat és tereket, s adott j arcu-
latot a hegyeken kialakult, valamint
a tagolo volgyrendszerben fekvd zold-
teriileteknek. Ezek koziil méretében
és mindségében is kiemelkedik a Gel-
lért-hegy kozparkja, melyet a mindad-

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typical, sometimes with the characteristic
,2Hungarian cube” buildings (also known
as ,Kadar-cubes”). Even condominiums,
built after 1968, included unique architec-
tural elements only in exceptional cases.
Starting from the 1980s the fashionable
Jterrace buildings™” (Picture 17: “Terrace
buildings”) followed the local traditions
in terms of their orientation towards
the vistas, but their large bulk covering
the terrain overwhelmed the natural
view of the hillsides. In the second half
of the period high-rise buildings repre-
senting contemporary metropolitan
architecture appeared alongside the
most important valley roads (Picture
18: Korszallg), at the entry points of
urban fringes, and in major intersec-
tions. Exceeding a height of 30 metres,
thus providing breathtaking panorama,
these buildings may have still not been
fully accepted by the general public.*
This period produced a massive
increase in the number of private cars
and so an emerging need for parking
places. Simple solutions such as ,garage
sheds” became abundant in gardens
due to the lack of state aids that could
be used for placing the vehicles within
the buildings. Terrace and retaining
wall garages along the hillside roads
and the slopes might be better, more
elegant ways, though these structures
have significant negative impact on
the streetscape, especially if they are
constructed along the fence line. Since
contemporary building regulations simply
ignored their existence — as they did not
fall under the category of built-in space
—, regulations, unfortunately, did not
have any requirements to comply with.

¢) Plant cover

After the nationalisation of forests, the
primary function of the Buda woodlands
were designated to be recreational —

as opposed to economic or protective,
the other two primary functions in the
Hungarian system — and managed by
the state forestry services, accordingly,

as recreational forests. Unfortunately,
at first, new forests were still planted
with Austrian pine trees on disturbed
surfaces and naturally treeless summits.
As more and more plots got unculti-
vated on the steeper slopes, the sponta-
neous scrubland formed a semi-natural
forest fringe in a few decades, visibly
expanding the forested areas towards
the city and occupying former tree-

less areas too. Spontaneously growing
forests on higher elevations formed a
direct visual frame to the urban areas
expanding upward on the slopes.

According to the need of creating
modern urban public green spaces the
Municipal Gardening Company planted
trees on streets and squares in the hilly
areas and gave a new character to the
existing green areas in the hill zone and
in valleys. The public park on Gellért
hill can be considered as the flagship
project both in size and quality. It was
expanded in 1965 with the so-called
Jubilee Park on the site of the former
vineyard (Picture 19: Jubilee Park).

The unpleasant sight of ,apartment
cubes” wedged between traditional
villas was eventually resolved by land-
scaping within a few decades. The
increase of the number of trees in the
area was greatly facilitated by the 1985
amendment to the municipal zoning
regulations, which made it mandatory
to plant a large-crowned tree at every
100 square metres of a plot. Due to
difficulties of building elevators, the
buildings did not exceed the four floors
height, thus, within two decades trees
could outgrow these 15-18-metre houses,
at least partially hiding them from the
street view. However, the wide, long
strips of ,terrace houses” cannot be
hidden behind canopies, they remained
a permanent element of the scenery.

d) Approach to landscape

According to state socialist propaganda,
the nationalisation and utilisation of
institutions, villas and forests were in

dig beépitetlen sz6l6teriiletek helyén
létrehozott Jubileumi parkkal bévitet-
tek 1965-ben (20. kép: Jubileumi park).
A hagyomanyos villak kozé ékel6dé
.kocka tarsashazak” zavaro latvanyat a
parkositasok néhany évtized alatt felol-
dottak. A teriilet fadllomanyanak stirtiso-
dését jelentsen segitette a BVSz 1985-
0s maédositasa, amely 1 nagy lombkoro-
naju fa iiltetését irta el a telek minden
100 mz-ére. Az épliletek szintszdma a
liftépités nehézségei miatt négy eme-
leten beliil maradt, ami azt jelentette,
hogy a fak két évtized alatt is talnét-
ték, és az utca feldl is tobbnyire takar-
tak a 15-18 méter magas épiileteket. A
teraszhazak a széles, hosszii sdvokban
beépitett domboldal miatt lombkorona-
val nem takarhatdk, igy azok tovabbra
is uraljak a hegyvidéki térség latképét.

Szemlélet/viszonyulds a tdjhoz

A szocializmus propagandéja szerint az
intézmények, a villak és az erd6tertile-
tek allamositdsa és hasznositasa a koz
javat szolgalta. A hegyvidék bestirtiso-
dését elindito szabalyozas hatterében
az egészséges kornyezet mindenki sza-
mara elérhet6vé tétele mellett, a min-
den izében polgari megjelenésti teriilet
sajatos karakterének elmosésa is sze-
repet jatszhatott. A z6ld, a friss levegd
allampolgari joggd, ugyanakkor kote-
lességgé is valt. A hegyvidéki beépitet-
len zoldteriiletek kialakitasaban jelen-
tOs szerepet jatszott a tarsadalmi munka.
KISZ-tagok és uttorék szamoltak fel a
héboris sériiléseket, tiltették be fak-
kal a beépitetlen teriileteket. A Kis-
Svab-hegyen, tobbek kozott, 1978-ban,
a korabbi banyateriiletek helyén, tarsa-
dalmi és intézményi o6sszefogéassal hoz-
tak létre a ma is all6 pihenéparkot.

Panordama, kilatds/rdldatds kapcsolatok
A magaslatokon hatarozotta valo erdo-
szegély, hasonléan az el6z6 korban
jellemzett varosias szegélyhez, kor-
latozta a természetes atlatasi leheto-
ségeket. Az egyre slirlisod6 hegyvidéki

lakoteriiletek is fokozatosan sziikitet-
ték a latvanykapcsolatokat. Részben az
atlatasok elvesztése, részben a modern-
ség kifejezése okan, 1j, mesterséges
magaslatokat, ,magashazakat” emelt

a korszak. A toronyhéazakbdl a kila-

tas lehetdsége és a hazak tajképi meg-
jelenése is paratlannak mondhatd.*

A beépiilés mozgatorugoi

(szabdlyozds, tarsadalmi)

Az erddkre, intézményekre és villdkra
kiterjed6 allamositassal a hegyvidéki
ingatlanok szinte mindegyikén tulaj-
donosvaltas kovetkezett be, csupan a
tarsashazi lakdsok és az addig beépi-
tetlen telkek maradhattak magéntulaj-
donban. Koszonhetéen a kialakult tulaj-
doni és telekstrukturanak, illetve a
szerény maganerds épitési lehetdségek-
nek, a pesti tertiletekhez képest a hegy-
vidék beépiilése, habar jogilag nem allt
fenn korlatozas, az 1970-es évekig min-
denképpen hatraltatott helyzetfi volt.

A természetkozeli dllapoti budai terii-
letek fokozatosan kialakuld védelmé-
vel a természetvédelem is felzarkoézott
a beépitést korlatozo tényezdk kozé.

A gyepes él6helyek miatt igazan érté-
kes Sas-hegy tetejét mar 1957-ben ter-
mészeti oltalom ald vontak, bekeritet-
ték és elzartak a latogatéktdl. A Budai
Tajvédelmi Korzetet 1978-ban alaki-
tottdk meg, mig a Ferenc-hegy beépi-
tetlen teriilete 1982-ben valt védetté.

Bécs és Pozsony viszonylatdban

Az els6 bécsi dontést kovetben® Pozsony
az elso Szlovak Koztarsasag févarosa
lett, s tomegesen épliltek lakasok és
létesiiltek 4j munkahelyek. A rendszer-
valtasig® 440 ezer fére emelkedett a
népesség. Az Uj beépitések, a lakdha-
zak és gazdasagi épiiletek fokozato-
san foglaltak el a sz6l6teriiletek helyét.
Bécsben 1990-ig 1,5 milliéra csokkent a
lakossag 1élekszama, igy a legjobb sz6-
l6termo teriileteken sem veszélyez-
tette az urbanizacio a termelést. Grin-
zing, Neustift, Heiligenstadt, Sievering,

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service of the common good. However,
beside the principle of providing a
healthy environment accessible for
everyone, one of the underlying reasons
of facilitating the creation of a denser
urban fabric through regulation was to
deliberately blur the peculiar, bourgeois
character of the area. Breathing fresh air
and staying in the green became both a
civil right and a duty too: creating green
areas in the Buda hills served as a great
role in community service. Members of
the Young Communist League (KISZ)
and the pioneer movement erased the
traces of war and planted trees on them.
On Kis-Svéab hill, a former quarry site
was turned into a recreational park

in 1978, as a community and institu-
tional effort, still standing today.

e) Vistas, scenery and visual connections
The spontaneously growing forest
fringes on the higher slopes — as pointed
out in the urban fringe described before
— gradually reduced natural visual
connections and panoramic vistas. In

a similar fashion, the growing building
density of residential neighbourhoods
obstructed the view from many loca-
tions. This period saw a surge in the
construction of artificial summits, high-
rise buildings — equally a response to
the loss of vistas and a way to express
commitment to modernity. One can say
that both the landscape appearance

of these buildings and the view from
the high-rises were unparalleled.*

f) Driving forces behind urban growth
Due to the nationalisation of forests,
institutions and villas, almost all prop-
erties in the hilly areas changed owner-
ship, only apartments and undeveloped
lands were permitted to stay in private
hands. Thanks to the new ownership
and plot structure, as well as the limited
possibilities of private construction, as
opposed to the Pest areas, urban growth
in the Buda hills — despite the initial
lack of legal restrictions, — was hindered

until the 1g970s. Conservation of nature
also emerged as a limiting factor to
urban sprawl, gradually placing areas
in a natural state under protection. Due
to its invaluable grassy habitats, the
summit of Sas hill, was designated as a
nature protection area, surrounded by
a fence and closed to the public as early
as 1957. The Buda Landscape Protec-
tion Area was established in 1978, while
the undeveloped parts of Ferenc hill
were placed under protection in 1982.

g) Bratislava and Vienna relations

After the First Vienna Award®’ Brati-
slava became the capital of the First
Slovak Republic, a vast number of
houses were built and a great amount
of new jobs were created. The popula-
tion rose to 440 thousand by the change
of regime.”* New residential buildings
and outbuildings gradually occupied
former vineyard areas. The population of
Vienna decreased to 1,5 million by 1990,
thus urbanisation had yet to endanger
production at the best vineyard areas.
The cellars, wine bars offering local
wines in Grinzing, Neustift, Heiligen-
stadt, Sievering and Nussdorf became
significant touristic attractions.

D) After the change of regime in 1990
a) Landscape/urban structure

The comparison of Structural Plans
shows that after the change of regime,
the expansion of areas not designated
for development so far continued at

a very diminished pace (Fig. 5: Land-
scape structure of the areas of Buda
hills, 2015), while land use in built-in
areas has become more intensive and
dense (Picture 20: bird’s eye view of
Buda, the view of the hilly zone nowa-
days, T. Polinszky). Urban planning and
urban design have given special atten-
tion to the area, illustrated by the fact
that the current Structural Plan®” has
divided the ,hilly zone” — with almost
unchanged borders — into the following
designations: forests, hillside area with

the cluster of buildings along Budakeszi
road or the four houses in the junction
of Torokvészi road and Kapy. The new,
elongated building of the Southern Rail-
way Station was similarly destructive in
terms of traditional visual connections,
blocking the view of the Castle from the
foothills of Kis-Svdb hill and Mdrton hill
and adjoining roads.

lati kép, Polinszky T.). A telepiilésrende-
zés- és fejlesztés vizsgalt teriiletre ira-
nyulé megkiilonboztetett figyelmét jelzi,
hogy a jelenleg érvényben lévo fova-
rosi szerkezeti terv’® a vizsgdlati terii-

free-standing buildings and suburban
area with a sensitive silhouette. Mean-
while, the municipal urban character
map”’ highlights the built-in areas of
the Austro-Hungarian period as areas
of ,significant architectural heritage”.

b) Plant cover
Aerial photographs show that the
canopy of trees in gardens and green
areas has narrowed considerably in the
past 25 years. It is well known, however,
that these trees, often grown spon-
taneously from seed or planted and
maintained at different levels of exper-
tise, are in a vulnerable and deterio-
rating condition, even though some
have reached considerable size. Unfor-
tunately, the process behind the appear-
ance of even new forested areas is
disadvantageous, most frequently the
spontaneous occupation of abandoned
areas caused by invasive species.
Although closed forests are less
threatened by invasion, negative
ecological consequences of afforestation

led to a multitude of problems in these 41 In December 2014 the alien coniferous

areas as well.” However, it is important
to highlight the efforts of the forestry
service in charge of maintenance, Pilis
Park Forest Ltd (Pilisi Parkerd6 Zrt.), has
put into nature conservation and recre-
ational development. Some of the most
important achievements are the steps
they have taken towards sustainable and
semi-natural forest management prac-
tices, designating ,eternal forests”, the
introduction of selective cutting and the
removal and replacement of alien tree
species (e.g. black locust and pine), as
well as their continued efforts towards
the eradication of invasive species.

To protect the natural values in the
deteriorating environmental condi-
tions, further areas have been desig-
nated as protected on Kis-Svab hill
(1991) and Gellért hill (1997), while
the Sas hill Nature Reserve has been
opened to organised group visits. Erad-
ication of invasive plants, as well
as informing and educating locals
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jelentdsek a természetkozeli erdékeze-
lés irdnyaba haté lépéseik: a folyama-
tos erdéboritas fenntartasa, az ,oroker-
dék” kijelolése, a szalald tizemmadd beve-
zetése, a tajidegen fafajok (akac, fenyd)
cseréje és az invazids fafajok visszaszori-
tasa érdekében mutatott er6feszitéseik.

A szigetszer(i, antropogén
hatdsoknak fokozottan Kkitett, védett
teriileteken is sziikségessé valt az inva-
zios novények elleni folyamatos védeke-
zés, valamint a kozvetlen szomszédsag-
ban él6k felvilagositasa és oktatasa is.

Arculatformald/jellemzé épiiletek

A rendszervéltast kovetden, a magantu-
lajdonba kertilés ellenére, ellentmondaso-
san alakult az épitészetileg értékes, de a
funkci6 és tulajdonosvaltasok miatt mar
az el6z6 korban leromlott minéségl épii-
letallomany sorsa. Bar az egykori villak-
bol alakult tdrsashéazak élhet6 megujitasa
siirgeto, a jellegtelen épiiletek arculati fej-
lesztése indokolt lenne, ez, a kiilénb6z6
lehetségekkel rendelkez6 tulajdono-

sok miatt, csak vontatottan valdsithatd
meg. Az ingatlanpiaci verseny és a fenn-
tartési terhek kovetkeztében a nagy telek-
tertiletet foglald egészségiigyi intézmé-
nyek fennmaradésa is veszélybe keriilt. A
Budai és Svabhegyi Gyermekkdrhaz, vala-
mint az Orszagos Pszichiatriai és Neuro-
l6giai Intézet is évek dta kitiritve var sor-
sara.

A hegyvidék jellegzetes kilatopontjairol
készitett fényképfelvételekkel (22. kép:

Budai latkép / elétte, utana) igazol-

hatd, hogy a beerdéstilés és a fadllomany
lombtomegének novekedése egyre job-
ban korlatozta a kilatas élményét. Ugyan-
csak fényképekkel igazolhato, hogy a
fasitasok, kedvezd hatasként, hozza-
jarultak a romlé mindségti épiiletallo-
many tajba illesztéséhez. A fadlloméany
és lombtomegének tudatos kezelése
elodédzhatatlan. A latvanykapcsolatok
biztositasa tobbek kozott a vilagorok-
ségi teriiletté nyilvanitott Gellért-hegyen
is a legfontosabb kezelési teendd.™

Szemlélet/viszonyulds a tdjhoz

A kor tarsadalmi jelenségeinek egyik
fontos jellemz6je, hogy a hegyvidéki
épitkezések - fiiggetleniil attol, hogy
egy-egy beruhazas addig beépitet-

len teriiletet érintett, vagy a korabbi
nyaralok, kisebb épiiletek atépitésé-
vel a beépitettség mas léptékét valosi-
totta meg - a kozvélemény kritikajaba
utkoztek. Bar az egykori sz6lskertek
helyén a beépités lehet6sége majd egy
évszazada adott, az 4j épiiletek meg-
jelenése a zart erd6szegélyek el6teré-
ben a természet elrabldsaként hatott
(22. kép: kilatas a Sas-hegyrol) a koz-
véleményre. A beépitések elutasitasa-
ban szerepet jatszhatott az a tapaszta-
lat is, hogy a gépesitett f6ldmunkak és
épitési technolodgia kovetkeztében leg-
tobbszor a telek teljes teriilete atforma-
l6dik, gyakran fatlanna valik, vagy akar
tobb szinten, a keritéshatéarig tart a fold-
kiemelés. Az 1914-es szabalyozasi terv-
ben kialakitott, de addig meg nem épi-
tett utak létrehozdsanak szandéka is
altaldban az ott él6k ellendallasat val-
totta ki, annak ellenére, hogy a megva-
l6sulas esetenként a sajat telkeik meg-
kozelithet6ségét is javitotta volna.

A hegyvidék tarsadalma a csendre
szavazott a varosiasodéas helyett. Nem-
csak az ekkor kibontakozo zold és helyi
értékvédo csoportosuldasok, hanem a
természetvédelem és a f6varos kor-
nyezetvédelmi stratégiaja is a beépi-
tések korlatozasaval kivanta a hegy-

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and visitors about these isolated,
vulnerable refuges of nature have
become the most important priorities.

¢) Characteristic buildings

After the change of regime, despite
their return to private hands - through
various stages of degradation after
previous changes in ownership and func-
tion - the fate of architecturally valu-
able buildings remained controversial.
Even though modernisation and the
improvement of living conditions in resi-
dential buildings converted from former
villas is an urgent task, and improving
the architectural image of uncharacter-
istic buildings could also be necessary,
differences between the owners’ oppor-
tunities severely hinder these processes.
Due to the competitive real estate
market and growing maintenance costs,
the survival of large healthcare facili-
ties is also in peril. The buildings of the
Buda Children’s Hospital, Svab hill Chil-
dren’s Hospital and the National Insti-
tute of Psychology and Neurology have
been abandoned for years. By contrast,
re-formed religious orders have been
continuing their educational traditions
in the buildings given back to them.
New schools, typically run by founda-
tions,*” have also been established in
the Buda hills, occupying large plots.

d) Vistas, scenery and visual connections
Photographs taken from characteristic
lookout points of the Buda hills (Picture
21: View of Buda / before, after) demon-
strate that the increasing forest cover
and the growing canopy heavily restricts
the view. However, photographs also
show that the planting of trees signif-
icantly improved the fitting of deteri-
orating buildings into the landscape.
The deliberate and strategic treat-
ment of trees is of utmost importance.
In particular, one of the most notable
maintenance tasks on Gellért hill being
part of the UNESCO World Heritage
sites, is the protection of views.*

e) Approach to landscape
A new and significant social phenom-
enon in this period is that any new
construction and development in these
areas had to face criticism of the general
public, regardless that they involved
new buildings on previously undevel-
oped plots, or that they transformed or
conversed pre-existing holiday houses
or smaller buildings. Even though devel-
opment on the site of the former vine-
yards had been permitted for more
than a century, the construction of
new buildings next to the closed forest
fringe vegetation was identified with
stealing nature by the general public
(Picture 20: view from Sas hill). One
of the reasons behind the rejection of
these development projects was prob-
ably the experience of mechanised
construction and earthworks changing
the entire terrain of the plot, removing
all trees, sometimes involving exca-
vation works several storeys deep or
directly on the property line. Even
the idea of constructing roads — that,
although had been proposed as early
as the 1914 zoning plan, yet never real-
ised —, was condemned by locals, despite
the fact that it would have improved the
accessibility of their own properties.
The community of the Buda hills voted
for tranquillity instead of urbanisation.
The emerging organisations for conser-
vation of local heritage, nature conser-
vation institutions and the municipal
environmental strategy all agreed on
keeping the harmony of the natural envi-
ronment and green surfaces of the area
intact by restricting development.

f) Driving forces behind urban growth
Despite the continuous improve-

ments in building regulations, restric-
tions based on site coverage proved to
be ineffective tools for improving the
architectural quality of the Buda hills.

In these areas, where development
mostly occurred by transforming pre-
existing features, restrictions sometimes

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facilitated the survival of local heritage,
while in other cases, they permitted
diminishing it. It is also true that tradi-
tions have often come into conflict with
the necessities of motorised life and
requirements of building structure. In
several cases, the extra cost associated
with building better fitting new build-
ings into the Buda hill environment was
unacceptable for potential residents.

g) Bratislava and Vienna relations

In the post regime change period popu-
lation decline in Bratislava started more
dynamically than Budapest, where a
fluctuant rate was traceable, while the
population of Vienna had another rise,
but here, the intensity of the central
city area increased primarily. The rural
spirit of the outskirts, the preservation
of the traditional vini- and viticultural
character became prominent elements
within the touristic menu of Vienna.
Meanwhile, production on the former
vineyards of Bratislava was rolled back
not only by building, but also infrastruc-
tural developments. Nonetheless, in the
programme serving the liveability of the
city, it appeared as an emphasised target
to revive vini- and viticulture,” as well
as the incorporation of the remainder
vineyard areas of the historical, Ruszt-
Sopron-Bratislava wine region.

Conclusion

a) Landscape/urban structure

The current built-in area of the Buda
hills is located entirely within the char-
acteristic ring-like structure of former
vineyard areas, dating back to the
Austro-Hungarian period. Plots unsuit-
able for viticulture — quarries, summits,
cemeteries, creeks and ditches — have
typically remained undeveloped areas
to this day, usually occupied by public
green areas or woodlands, building
blocks of the green surface network.
The current area characterised as the
hilly zone spreads over a smaller area
than the former vineyards, as higher and

into the neighbouring forests, while the d.efault files/2010%z0Bratislava/IL-Bra-
foothills, directly connected to the urban tislava-report-2010-Vob_eng.pdf
fabric have turned into densely built-in

urban areas. The once characteristically

separate viticultural zones — vineyards

of Inner Buda, mountain estates — show

differences in urban character as well:

areas further from the centre show a
lower building density, but the intensity
of higher value architectural heritage
sites is higher towards the periphery.
However, the typical building char-
acter of the mountain estate zone had a
strong effect on the urban image of the
hills of inner Buda, which were trans-
formed in the first wave of development.
Free-standing, loosely arranged build-
ings with a maximum of four storeys

are a common characteristic of these
areas. The gradual development and
increase in building density led to build-
ings from different periods situated next
to each other in both parts of the study
area, resulting in a lack of uniform street
image. Despite the scattered appear-
ance of high-rise buildings, the only true
centre of the studied area is the densely
built-in settlement core. The compar-
ison of the rural landscape structure and
the current urban structure shows that
both can be characterised by a ring-like
circular pattern and — to a certain extent
— the unique, independent atmosphere
and character of each of the Buda hills.

b) Plant cover

The significance of existing trees in

the current urban image of the built-in
areas of the Buda hills cannot be over-
stated. Our analysis shows that the plant
cover of the study area has undergone
fundamental changes in both appear-
ance and quality in the past 150 years.
The treeless summits in Inner Buda
turned into uniform groves and forests
after the Austro-Hungarian era. Nowa-
days, the study area is an outstanding
part of Budapest in terms of the propor-
tion and quality of green surfaces. The
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hegytetdk - jellemz6en a mai napig
beépitésre nem szant teriiletek marad-
tak, leggyakrabban zold- vagy erdéteri-
letekké, a zoldfeliileti haldzat épitékove-
ivé valtak. A hegyvidéki jellegli beépitett
teriilet sziikebb, mint a korabeli budai
szO16k teriilete, mivel az erd6séggel
szomszédos meredekebb és magasabban
fekvd sz6l6k erdové, a stirti beépitést
varosmaghoz csatlakozé hegylabi teri-
letek intenziv beépitést, varosias jellegii
terililetekké valtak.

A rurdlis tajszerkezet és a mai telepii-
lésszerkezet sszevetéseként megalla-
pithato, hogy a gytirls szerkezeti tago-
l6das, ugyanakkor az egyes hegyek
bizonyos értelmii 6nallésaga és sajat
hangulata, mindkét szerkezet sajatja.

Névénytakaro

A hegyvidéki beépitett teriiletek jelen-
legi faadllomanyanak teleptilésképi jelen-
t6ségét nem lehet eléggé hangsulyozni.
Feltartuk, hogy a teriilet novénytakaréja
a vizsgalt masfél évszazad alatt mind
megjelenésében, mind minéségében
jelentésen atalakult. A belbudai sz616-
hegyek kiegyezés kori fatlansagukat

kovet6en egységesen, ligetesen ,erddsiil-
tek”. Napjainkban a vizsgalt tertilet zold-
feltileti aranyat és intenzitasat tekintve
is kiemelkedik a févaroson beliil, még
az egyéb kertvarosi beépitést teriile-
tekhez képest is. Mindebben meghata-
rozo szerepe lehet a kiegyezés kordban
mar kialakult budai tdjhaszndlatoknak,
a hegyi birtokok parkjainak és a budai
erdéknek. A svab-hegyi és zugligeti nya-
ralovillak szolgaltatta el6képek és a
budai erdék tidiilési hasznélata minta-
ként, értékrendként szolgalt a filoxérat
kovetd sz6l6hegyi atalakulashoz. A nem
budai sz6l6hegyek kertvarosias beépii-
lése mas értékrendhez, fejlesztési célok-
hoz igazoddan alakult, igy azok sok-
kal kevésbé lettek zoldben gazdagok.*
A szocialista varosfejlesztés szakasza-
ban fejlédott ki a hegyvidék erdétertile-
tekkel kozvetlen hataros, zart lombkoro-
najua zoldteriiletekkel, zold folyosdkkal
tagolt teriiletének szerkezete, valamint
slirtisodtek be a lakoteriletek zoldfeliile-
tei. Az e korban keletkezett beépitések,
épiiletatalakitasok és fasitds mai megje-
lenése alapjan allithatjuk, hogy a hegyvi-
déki kertek és kozteriiletek fadllomanya-
nak kiemelt jelent6sége van a jellegét
és épitészeti értékét tekintve is valtoza-
tos éptletallomany telepiilésképi illesz-
tésében.

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system of land-use in Buda pre-dating
to the Austro-Hungarian period, the
parks of mountain estates and the wood-
lands all play a significant role, accord-
ingly. The holiday villas and summer
homes on Svab hill and in Zugliget or
the recreational use of forests in Buda
provided models, sources of inspiration
and guidelines for new developments
following the phylloxera plague. Urban
development in other vineyards of the
city followed different ideas, values and
had different goals, resulting in a much
lower proportion of green surfaces.*
The built-in area of the Buda hills,
divided by green corridors, green areas
with closed canopies of trees directly
bordering the forests, achieved its char-
acteristic urban structure during the era
of state socialist urban development.
This era saw the green surfaces of resi-
dential areas become more densely
planted as well. The developments,
conversions and tree plantings of this
period illustrate the importance of trees
standing in gardens and public areas in
fitting the buildings with their diverse
styles and quality into the urban image.
It is also important to emphasise that
the vast majority of trees in the study
area have been deliberately planted and
spontaneous processes generally involve
invasive species occupying abandoned
areas. The strong human influence, the
abundance of non-natural vegetation
and the presence of a large number of
alien species make this ,urban forest”
fragile and dependent on maintenance.

¢) Characteristic buildings

The most outstanding and characteristic
elements of the architectural heritage in
the Buda hills are the religious buildings
and structures constructed in the vine-
yards before the end of the 1gth century,
as well as the loosely arranged central
buildings of late estates, mostly found in
the zone of mountain estates. Villas and
villa-like apartment buildings built in the
first half of the 2oth century, showing

the stylistic features of several archi-
tectural traditions, along with educa-
tional and healthcare facilities with their
large gardens add to the rich architec-
tural heritage of both zones. During the
state socialist era, the middle class char-

acter of the area diminished due to the
nationalisation and conversion of villas
into apartment buildings. The construc-
tion of uncharacteristic ,cube build-
ings” and ,terrace houses” also changed
the architectural image in a negative
way. After the change of regime, giving
private ownership to villas by recon-
verting them to apartments could yet
to facilitate high-standard renova-
tions. In the past decades new build-
ings have generally been built only

on vacant plots and between existing
buildings, therefore their impact on

the urban image has been limited.

d) Vistas, scenery and visual connections
Due to the topographical features of the
area, the majority of building plots on
the former vineyards of Inner Buda had
a view either to the Buda Castle or the
Danube. The villas of mountain estates
were, from the very beginning, delib-
erately situated to enhance the visual
connections to certain landmarks — in
most cases, the Buda Castle. However,
the spread of trees and the increase in
building density significantly dimin-
ished the possibilities for natural visual
connections in both areas, and restricted
the view from roads and public spaces
as well. This process was less promi-
nent on peaks and summits, which had
long been special, protected points of
interest. The peaks of the vineyards

of Inner Buda functioned as observa-
tion points, natural watchtowers in the
era of viticulture and later during the
World Wars, and remained undeveloped
later too. However, the summits situ-
ated further from the city gained popu-
larity as touristic lookout points during
the interwar period. Due to the appear-

szazad els6 felébdl szarmazo, tobb épi-
tészeti korszak jegyeit is befogadé vil-
lak, villa jellegti tarsashazak, tovabba az
oktatdsi és egészségiigyi intézmények

a hozzajuk tartozé kertekkel mar mind-
két gytirtiben gazdagitjak a térség épi-
tészeti orokségét. A polgari arculat, az
éptiletek allamositasa és bértarsasha-
zakkd alakitdsa kovetkeztében, valamint
a jellegtelen kocka-, kés6bb teraszha-
zas tarsashazi beépitésekkel jelent6-
sen sériilt. A rendszervaltast koveten a
tarsashdazza alakitott villak lakasainak
magéantulajdonba keriilése sem segitette
az igényes felijitasok, atalakitasok meg-
valositasat. Uj beépitések az utébbi évti-
zedekben jellemzéen csak foghijtelke-
ken, kozé épitésekkel torténtek, ezért
arculatformalo szerepiik korlatozott.

Panordma, kildtds/rdldatds kapcsolatok

A belbudai sz6l6hegyek egykori diiléin
kialakitott épitési telkek jelent&s része,
a domborzat természetes adottsaga-
ként, a Varra vagy a Dunéra néz6 pano-
ramaval rendelkezett. A hegyi birtoko-
kon a korabeli villak elhelyezése mar a
kezdetektdl tudatosan a latvanykapcso-
latokra, tobbnyire szintén a Budai Varra
hangolva, tortént. A novénytakaro fejls-
désével és az épiiletallomany stirtisodé-
sével azonban mindkét teriilet telkein
jelentésen szegényedett a természetes
latvanykapcsolatok lehet6sége, valamint
az utakrol és kozteriiletekrdl feltaruld
latképek mennyisége is. Kevésbé igaz ez
a magaslatokra, a domborzat t6bb kor-
szakon keresztiil is védelmet élvez6,

kitlintetett pontjaira. A bels6 gylrt
hegytet6i a sz6l6émiivelés, majd a vilag-
haborik id6szakaban a kornyék atlata-
sat, védelmét szolgaltak, és kés6bb is
beépitetlenek maradtak.

Szemlélet/viszonyulds a tdjhoz

A 150 év telepiilésfejlédési sajatossagai
alapjan ugy tinik, a ,budaisaghoz” min-
dig hozzatartozott a természetbe vagyas,
a természettel megdrzott kapesolat
élménye. Kezdetben a természet a hegyi
birtokok és az erddség gytirijében jelen-
tette az egészséges levegtt, feliidiilést,
az elmélyiilést, a pihenést és feltoltddést,
a gyogyulés esélyét. Ugyanezt az igényt
szolgaltak kés6bb a villa- és intézményi
kertek kialakitasai, azaz a beépiiléssel
létrehozott személyes terek is. A tudatos
és személyes kapcsolat a téjjal, a kerttel
sokat gyengiilt a szocializmus koraban,
ugyanakkor kezdetét vette a természeti
értékek intézményesitett védelme, a ter-
mészetvédelmi kezelés gyakorlata és a
védelmi szabdalyok elfogadtatdsa. A hegy-

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metres above ground, nowadays, pano-
ramic views could only be accessible by
building lookout structures or removing
the objects blocking the visual connec-
tions. High-rise buildings, ascending
above several peaks, although not
utilised in this way, could also be utilised
to provide an opportunity to communal
experience of panoramic views.

e) Approach to landscape

The history of urban character in

the past 150 years suggests that the
local identity of the Buda hills always
included a strong connection to nature.
At the beginning, the natural environ-
ment of mountain estates and forests
provided fresh air and opportunities
for recreation, relaxation, devotion,

or recovery. Later, the design of inti-
mate spaces in the gardens of villas and
institutions served the same purpose.
During the state socialist era, personal
and conscious connection between
man and garden or landscape became
significantly weaker. However, the

institutionalised protection of natural
values, nature management practices
and legal restrictions also began to
emerge during this period. The tradi-
tionally middle class atmosphere of the
area probably contributed to the prev-
alence of civil organisations formed for
ecological or environmental causes,
which provides a good basis for under-
standing and adapting the efforts and
ambitions of organisations — forestry
and gardening services, National Park
Directorate — promoting a more ecolog-
ical approach to the maintenance of
green surfaces. This cooperation will be
extremely valuable in the future, due to
the mosaic like structure of publicly and
privately maintained green surfaces, and
the above detailed role of trees in the
urban image, as well as in responding to
challenges related to climate change.

f) Driving forces behind urban growth

The process of urban growth in the study
area happened gradually and at variable
speed in the 2oth century. The phylloxera
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hogy a teriileten magasan reprezentaltak
az okoldgiai szemléletfi civil mozgalmak.

A vizsgalt teriilet beépiilésének kiteljese-
dése a XX. szazadban fokozatosan és val-
tozé dinamikaval jatszodott le. A filoxéra-
vész teret nyitott, az ipari fejlédés igényt
teremtett, a motorizacio uj kozlekedési
kapcsolatok kialakitasat kovetelte meg,
mig a szocializmus kozjoléti elvek alap-
jan nagyvonalu zoldfeliilet-halozati rend-
szert hozott létre a hegyvidéken. A har-
monikus atalakulast nagy mértékben
tamogatta a varosiasodassal egyiitt fej-
16d6 telepiiléstudomany. A telepiilés-
rendezési gyakorlat els6ként a beépi-
tési feltételek megteremtésével, majd
infrastruktira-fejlesztésekkel, késébb a
beépitési arculat formalasaval, végiil az
igénybe veheto teriiletek korlatozasa-
val hatott a hegyvidéki telepiilési arcu-
latra. Az ut6bbi évtizedek torekvései-
ben leginkabb a mindségi atépiilés valt
hangstlyossd, amit a vonzd telepiilés-
képi arculat megtartasara, kialakitasara
létrehozott keriileti tervtanacsok egyedi-
leg kiadott véleményekkel igyekeztek jo
irdnyba terelni. A f6varos zonabeosztasa
ma egységesen ,hegyvidéknek” 1atja, a
szerkezeti terv pedig a domborzati adott-
sagok alapjan hegyvidéki szabadon allo
és sziluettérzékeny kertes beépitésekre
tagolja a tertiletet; figyelembe veendd
értékként megemlitésre keriilnek a duis

zoldfeliiletek és a lejt6s terepadottsagok-
bol adodé ralatasi-kilatasi viszonyok is.

Bécs és Pozsony viszonylatdban
A két févaros esetében kiilonbozd okok-
bol nem johetett 1étre Buddhoz hasonlo
Osszefligg, vonzo telepiiléskarakterrel
rendelkezd polgéari lakéteriilet a sz6l6te-
riilletekbdl. Bécsben a filoxéravészt meg-
eldz6en jatszodott le a févaros robbandas-
szer( polgari fejlédése, igy varosi terek
nagyaranyu novekedése kés6bb mar nem
veszélyeztette a visszatelepitett, ugyan-
akkor tavolibb fekvést sz6l6hegyeket.
Kés6bb a vidéki hagyomanyok megor-
zése értékvédelemi intézkedések céljava
és a turisztikai stratégia részévé valt.

A pozsonyi torténeti szél6tertile-
teken a pincékhez nem tarsultak vil-
lak, polgari nyaraldépiiletek, s igy itt
nem volt helyi épitészeti jelleg el6kép a
kés6bbi beépiilés korszakaban. A zomé-
ben a szocializmus kordban megvalo-
sult beépités formavilaga és térszerve-
zése tavol allt a polgari hagyomanyoktdl.

Tajkarakter és telepiilési karakter egy-
masra épiilésének budai hegyvidéki vizs-
galatabol megallapithato, hogy a sz616-
tertileti mult teremtett szilard alapot a
polgéari beépitések és a vonzo épitészeti
jelleg kialakulasahoz. A jellegzetes tulaj-
donsagok egy 150 éve tartd beépiilési,
zoldfeliilet-fejlodési folyamat soran alakul-
tak ki. Napjainkra az épitett elemek tobb-
sége atfogd mindségi megujulasra, mig a
romlo allapotu zoldfeliileti és 6rokségi ele-
mek védelemre, ért6 kezelésre varnanak.
Megallapithat¢ az is, hogy Buda eseté-
ben a sz616bol lakatertiletté alakulas sze-
rencsés, europai szinten is jelentds érté-
ket létrehozd formaban jatszdédott le.

A tanulmdany eredményei alapjan, a
teriilet sajatossagai miatt, indokoltnak
latszik egységes, az egész szabadon all6
beépitésti hegyvidéki zonara kiterjedd, az
épiileteket és a tagold fadllomanyt egytitt
értékeld védelmi és fejlesztési koncepcio,
valamint szabalyozas kidolgozasa. O]
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plague opened up the area, industrial
progress created the demand, motori-
sation required new transport connec-
tions and infrastructure, and the public
welfare principles propagated by state
socialism led to a well-developed green
surface system in the Buda hills. Balanced
transformation of these areas was signif-
icantly aided by urban science, which
evolved along with the urbanisation
progress. Urban design influenced the
image of the hilly areas of Buda first by
creating the conditions for urban growth,
later through infrastructural develop-
ment, forming the character of built-in
areas and finally by implementing restric-
tions on potential development areas. The
most prominent element in the efforts

of the past decades has been the promo-
tion of high-standard reconstruction of
pre-existing buildings, which is overseen
by planning boards established to main-
tain and develop an attractive urban
image. Today’s municipal development
concepts consider the area to be a sepa-
rate entity, — naming it the ,hilly zone” —
while the Structural Plan divides it into
hillside areas with free-standing build-
ings and suburban areas with a sensi-
tive silhouette, based on topographical
conditions. Lush green surfaces, spec-
tacular views and scenery are also
mentioned as significant local values.

g) Bratislava and Vienna relations
In terms of the two capitals, a Buda-like,
interconnected, bourgeois residential
area with attractive settlement character
could not be formed by the vineyards
due to different reasons. The rapid rise of
the middle classes in Vienna took place
before the phylloxera plague, thereby,
large-scale increase of city squares
had yet to endanger later the rebuilt,
although farther situated vineyards.
Later on, preservation of rural tradi-
tions became the part of value protec-
tion provisions and touristic strategy.
Cellars of historical vineyards of Brati-
slava were not consorted with villas or

bourgeois holiday houses, therefore, no
previous local architectural image could
be found here in the later urban devel-
opment period. The design and spatial
organization of the urban character
mostly realized in the socialist era was
alien from the bourgeois traditions.

Closing thoughts
Based on the analysis on connections
between landscape character and urban
image in the hilly areas of Buda, it can
be stated that viticulture past laid a
stable foundation for the development
of an attractive architectural character
reflecting the taste of the middle class.
The characteristic features have evolved
through a process of urban growth and
green surface development over the
past 150 years. Nowadays, the majority
of built elements require renewal,
while deteriorating green surfaces and
elements of local heritage need protec-
tion and professional maintenance. It
can also be stated, that, in terms of Buda,
the transformation from vineyards into
residential areas occurred in a form of
creating significant value on the Euro-
pean level, too. Based on the results of
the study, due to the peculiarity of the
area, we propose the creation of an inte-
grated development and protection
concept and a set of regulations for the
entire detached residential area with
free-standing buildings in the Buda hills.

INTRODUCTION

The Hungarian Government approved

the National Landscape Strategy

for the period 2017-2026" in March

1128/2017 (20 March) the Government:
- calls on the Minister of National
Development to take the principles of
the National Landscape Strategy into
account for the planning of

investments in transport infrastruc-
ture and tourism;

- calls on the ministers concerned to
support volunteers and civil organisa-
tions engaged in landscape protection;
- calls on the Minister of Prime
Minister’s Office to provide for the
gradual setting up of the chief
landscape architect system;

- calls on the Minister of Agriculture
to make report every three years on
the implementation of the strategy to
the Government (the first report is due
30 June 2020).

AUTHORISATIONS

In Hungary, the European Landscape
Convention® took effect on 1 February
2008 by the Act CXI of 2007 on the prom-
ulgation of the European Landscape
Convention® that was signed in Flor-
ence on 20 October 2000. The primary
responsibility for the implementation

of the European Landscape Conven-

tion lies with the Ministry of Agricul-
ture. The minister responsible for nature
conservation shall provide for the imple-
mentation® of the European Land-

scape Convention in agreement with

WORK FLOW

As the first step, the European Land-
scape Convention National Co-ordi-
nation Working Group organised
an extended meeting in March 2015
and made a SWOT analysis.
On 2 December 2015, a workshop®
on the proposed National Land-
scape Strategy was organised
jointly by the Office of the Commis-
sioner for Fundamental Rights and
the Ministry of Agriculture. The
workshop focused on two topics:
- the analysis and evaluation of the
condition of the Hungarian landscape;
- the role and responsibility of public
administration in landscape
formation.

The event created the opportunity

for research institutions, universi-

ties and civil organisations to make

proposals regarding the National Land-

scape Strategy to safeguard the nation’s

common heritage.

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this task. The technical preparatory
work relied on wide-ranging technical
and inter-ministerial co-operation.

THE MISSION OF THE STRATEGY

The landscape is represented in the
strategy documents developed and
approved in the past 10 years, although
it is represented only indirectly and
not in the ternary system of protection-
management-planning of the European
Landscape Convention. For the review of
the interfaces of the landscape strategy,
we gave priority to those that determine
territorial development, sustainability,
natural and environmental condition and
the development directions of utilisa-
tions relying on natural configurations.
Considering the principles and the
tasks presented in the Preamble and
laid down in the articles of the European
Landscape Convention, the mission of
the first Hungarian National Landscape
Strategy can be summarised as follows:
- Development of a complex holistic
landscape approach, and having it
acknowledged generally.
- The landscape generally must be
made an underlying approach element
of sectoral policy areas and functions,
not only the areas and functions with
outstanding values.
- The condition of the landscape and

- The National Landscape Strategy
emphasises the change in land use
and land cover on both protected and
unprotected areas.

STRUCTURE, CONTENT

The National Landscape Strategy is
being developed in compliance with the
criteria of policy strategies.” However,
its fundamental purpose and mission
resulting from the European Land-
scape Convention is to develop a hori-
zontal vision which goes beyond the
given policy areas and to devise a
medium-term strategy to achieve its
vision. Within the meaning of Govern-
ment Decree 38/2012 (12 March),

a policy strategy is a medium-term
strategic document for achieving

the vision of a given policy area.

The structure of the strategy
document (analysis and evaluation of
the situation; measurable objectives,
required actions and their precon-
ditions; follow-up and evaluation)
largely follows the requirements of
the applicable government decree.

This strategy reviews how Hungary
satisfies international expectations,
and presents the most dominant
landscape formation processes. It
shows the condition of Hungarian
landscapes and the drivers that
determine their condition.

At the end
of the EU budgetary period and the
beginning of period of planning the
following budgetary period, attention
should be paid that the objectives spec-
ified in the strategy are involved among
the planning criteria. Additionally,
ensure that the strategy contains
actions that do not require allocated
funds in the budget but can be achieved
as part of the existing tasks through
a change of approach or attitude.

It is important that, according to
the order of strategic management
by the government, the new strat-
egies and the existing strategies that
are reviewed should integrate the
requirement for responsible land use,
based on landscape configuration and
assets, and should incorporate the
actions (94 measures) specified for the
objectives into the sectorial policies.
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FOLLOW-UP AND EVALUATION

The strategy determined measurable
indicators and the milestones for the
follow-up of the implementation. Indica-
tors suitable for the following-up of the
achievement of objectives and sub-objec-
tives were selected by taking the acces-
sibility of the relevant data and the need
for its production into account. (Note:
the monitoring of landscape condi-
tions is different from the following-
up the objectives of strategy, even
though some indicators may overlap.)
Interim evaluation must be made
every three years as a report on the
implementation of the strategy to
the Government, and the subsequent
evaluation' must be made within
one year of its implementation.

ACHIEVEMENTS SO FAR

Taking the list of objectives of the
strategy into account, and the princi-
ples laid down in the European Land-
scape Convention, among others, two
inter-ministerial working groups began
their operation in 2017 on the following:
- monitoring the changes of
landscapes, and
- establishment of a chief landscape
architect system in public
administration.

A new work programme for the imple-
mentation of the European Land-
scape Convention has been adopted
for the period 2018-2022" based on
the objectives of the National Land-
scape Strategy 2017-2026.

The Ministry of Agriculture has
started a national programme of state
nature conservation with the title “Stra-
tegic Assessments supporting the long-
term conservation of natural values
of community interest as well as the
national implementation of the EU Biodi-
versity Strategy to 2020”.” The main

aim of the project is to continue and
improve data collection, monitoring and
research related to biodiversity. The
four closely related project elements
(Natura, Ecosystem Service, Landscape
character,"” " Green Infrastructure' ')
will support policy making by devel-
opment of the decision-making process.

CONCLUSION

Although the landscape is represented
in the strategy documents developed
and approved in the past 10 years,

it is represented only indirectly and

not in the ternary system of protec-
tion-management-planning of the
European Landscape Convention. Land-
scape-related tasks require a hori-
zontal approach and intervention. From
a sustainability point of view, land-
scape-related tasks exist in one system,
and therefore only systemic responses
can be given to them. By approved

the National Landscape Strategy for
the period 2017-2026, by adopting a
Government Decree, the Government
calls the sector's attention to the need
for holistic landscape approach.”

There is hardly any national level
landscape strategy in Europe.'® The
Hungarian National Landscape Strategy
has been introduced as a best practice
at the Council of Europe National
Symposium on the implementation of
the European Landscape Convention
in Georgia, held in Thilisi on g-10
March 2017." The policies developed in
Hungary for the implementation of the
European Landscape Convention was
greatly appreciated and the Council of
Europe® congratulated Hungary for this
internationally important document.

As the most actual challenges, an
action plan must be adopted taking
the date of the interim evaluation
of the strategy into account, and
the Hungarian Government should
express the consent to be bound by the

ABSTRACT

The subject of the paper is one of the
most significant element of urban
morphology - the street. Researching
its identity, essence and morphology
of small towns in the Great Plain
makes the framework of the study.
The research is based on the
hypothesis that “the main street is
the essence of the town”. It is not
only the towns’ cultural imprint,
but its soul, the concentration of
central functions, shops and most of
the hospitality can be found here.
Owing to the complexity of this linear
urban element, a few layers are defined
that are presenting the structure,
development, changes in the history
and everyday life of the settlement.
Furthermore, these layers enable to depict
the fine methodological differences how
the people perceive their surroundings.
Defining the model that define certain
characteristics of the Main Streets that
make the readability possible is the

fulcrum of this paper, which will contain
characteristic examples, taken from
the Ph.D. in progress of the author.

1. THE IMPORTANCE OF
THE MAIN STREET

The most important public areas of
the towns the streets and the side-
walks form the vital organs of settle-
ments. What is our first though when
we think of a city? Its streets. If the
streets of a city are interesting, then
the city itself is interesting; if the
streets are dull, the city is boring."
According to Jacobs, building
a city without a sidewalks is
as if the brain does not have
nerve fibers and dendrites.”
The “Main Street” is not only the
oldest street of the town. It is also the

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essence, the gist of the settlement,
but often the colloquial name of the
most important street of the town
and usually its official name, too. It
reflects the determining factors that
form the settlement, make its history,
culture and habits readable. Moreover,
it makes the life itself legible. As
the Main Streets are the gist of the
settlements most of the character-
istics can be interpreted by them.
One of the main conceptual lines of
the research is to prove that dividing
the Main Streets into different layers
the interpretation and identification
of the towns, moreover the life of
the inhabitants become possible.

Dividing the street into different layer

receiving knowledge about the street
and the settlement become possible.
To achieve a whole, complete image
about the Main Street not only the
objective, tactile reality of the street
should be analyzed but the subjective
thoughts and feelings and the induced
reactions of people must be taken into

consideration. Since the analysis of the
physical reality of the street only the
visible fragments can describe, other
determinative parts would be missing.
Therefore the research must be supple-
mented with the empirical analyzes.
The two category of the analyzes
together, complementing each
other form complete picture about
the street, because as professor
Meggyesi says “When we are talking
about the street, we never imagine a
traffic channel but imagine two line of
houses and the activity between them
that gives the street a personal char-
acter, specific image, mood and role.”
The main question of the research
is how much the characteristics of the
settlement are presented on the main

street, how effectively they can be read.

The problem of the research can be
solved by qualitative and empirical
research. The article is functioning
as a sort of problem issue that will
be explained in more detail in the
Ph.D. in progress of the author.

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2. DEVELOPMENT OF MAIN STREETS
OF SMALL TOWNS

Before to start analyzing the develop-
ment process of the main streets of
small-towns the conditions and criteria
for selecting the small towns as a

base of research must be clarified.

The small-town category is particu-
larly interesting since the fundamental
morphological and typological charac-
teristics here comes to the strongest
expression. Furthermore, the effects of
different settlement forming factors®
can be easily recognized in the small-
town category. Since this category
contains one-centered settlements,
that are simple enough to be easily
analyzed but at the same time complex
enough’ that the elementary state-
ments can be determined and the appro-
priate conclusions can be deducted.
Also makes easier to analyze the devel-
opment process of the small-towns is the
fact that the process does not include
radical impacts that would extremely
change the way of urbanization. As
it happened in case of Dunaujvdros.

In 1951 a gigantic metallurgical engi-
neering complex the “Dunai Vasmii” was
built resulted in extreme increase in the
number of inhabitants of the town.’

In contrast, the evolution of the tradi-
tional small-town does not include
extreme population expansions or reduc-
tions. It has been keeping the small
town's character throughout the devel-
opment process. The typical example
of traditional small-town development
is Zenta. Its development process was
a natural, continuous process and was
not interrupted by external factors.

To sum up, for the research it was
necessary to analyze small-towns
which development was a tradi-
tional, continuous process affected by
different settlement forming factors.
Gyorgy K6szegfalvi and Tamas
Loydl classify the factors affecting the

development of the settlement into
seven groups, the natural, economic,
social, technical, ecological, structural
and management factors.” According
to other sources, trade routes have
largely determined the development of
the settlements. Based on the research
of Jen6 Major,® the ancestors of former
settlements could be the market-
places. The Iranian origin of the word
“market” suggests that the Hungarians
had already met markets earlier before
they settle down in the Great Plain. In
the defining the locations of the market-
places the role of different regions

and routes played an important role.
And also the meeting points of the
Slavic and Hungarian ethnic groups
where the trade began to bloom.

The settlement forming factors should
be divided into two groups. In the first
one belongs factors that determine the
exact place of the settlements and their
morphology and the possible directions
of the development. The other group
of settlement forming factors includes
factors that affected the structure and
function of the settlement and deter-
mined the life of the inhabitants. It is
certain that the development of the
settlements is a complex process in
which each stage is defined by one
dominant factor. However, the phases
of the development process cannot
be sharply separated from each other
because it is a permanent process.

If we look closely at Hungarian
settlements, we can conclude that
settlement development factors are
closely related, so they can be said to
be "linear" depending on each other.’

The research builds on four factors.
These are natural influences, traffic and
trade factors, social factors and social
activities. The effect of the natural condi-

tions creates the germ of the settlements.

They, namely the hydrology and the
topology determined not only the exact
place and form of the settlement but also
their development potential, possibilities

4 The different literary sources similarly
define the concept of the settlement for-
ming factors. All of them agree that they
are the energies that affect the develop-
ment of the settlements, which cons-
tantly transform the morphology and the
lives of the inhabitants. For example, pro-
fessor Meggyesi speaks about five settle-
ment forming factors.

and their growth directions. The factor
of trade and transport further formed the
settlements. The geographical location
was essential for the development of
transport since it also stimulates the
evolution of trade and industry. When the
conditions of transport were provided
the trade began to bloom. Thereby
marketplaces were formed, which
become the so-called second center of
the settlement. Once the traffic condi-
tions were made, the trade started to
bloom. The trade routes were developed
which, besides the settlement center,
grew to be a second focal point and focus
point, thus the areas around the market
square or fairgrounds were appreciated.
Exciting fact about the small-towns’
main streets is that their line was
changing in time. The process was
depending on the evolution of the
town as the factors that formed the
settlement formed its soul, too. Inter-
esting perception is that there were a
few more important streets that defined
the settlement, but the line of the exact

main street was changing depending on
which factors dominated in each period.
For instance, in the 17th - 18th century
the line of the main street was not
defined. This period was deeply affected
by the natural factors. The structure of
the surface and the possible closeness of
water or flooded areas defined the direc-
tions of the development. In the 18th -
19th century the line of trade routes
determined the development of the
settlements. Therefore, the structure
of the settlement is more articulated.
The main street connected the
different trade routes within the settle-
ments or it was a part of the trade routes,
thereby including the settlements of the
Great Plain into the Monarchy’s blood-
stream. In the 1gth - 20th century the
trade-economic and industrial factor
determined the structure of the settle-
ments. Owing to the industrial zones
that were built along the national and
international routes the settlements, the
central areas became particularly more
developed. The centralization became

more expressive, more significant. The
next settlement forming factor that
defined the morphology of the settle-
ments is the factor of society. This factor
is a combination of social life, culture and
religion. It finalized the line of the main
street and also defined the focus points
and the different zones of the small-
towns. In addition, one more settlement
forming factor must be mentioned,
that is the factor of social activities.
This factor has had the most powerful
impact on shaping the life between
the built environments of nowadays
main streets. This factor makes the
main street mostly interesting, as it
currently is “the soul of the settlement”.
The case study of the research was
made on a specific group of settle-
ments that are the twin-towns.

These are a specific form of urban
development of the small-town
category which development was
primarily defined by intense effects of
the topography and the hydrology.

The term means two towns on both
sides of a river, which are connected
historically, functionally and visually.
Twin-towns along the river Tisa
developed in inter-relationship acquired
the ability to complete each other.
Most of them shared a common castle
or port but there are many examples
indicating that in earlier times some
of these “twins” had been a single
settlement. Whatever the primary
feature of twin-towns was they depend
on each other and succeed to maintain
inter-connection, because they would
be unable to live independently.

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3. THE MEANING OF THE MAIN STREET

Louis I. Kahn said that “The street is a
community room.” Since the expan-
sion of the automobile, streets have
entirely lost their room quality. Kahn
said that city planning should start with
the realization of this loss by directing
the drive to reinstate the street where
people live, learn, shop and work

as the room out of commonality.

According to Jan Gehl, outdoor activ-
ities in public spaces (in this case on the
main street), depending on the quality
of the physical environment. When
the quality of outdoor areas is good,
optional activities occur with increasing
frequency. Furthermore, as levels of
optional activity rise, the number of social
activities usually increases substantially.*

Before we elaborate more the
connection between the main street
as public space and human activities
let talk about the etymological origin
of the word “road”. In most of the
European languages the term “road”
is mostly connected with the term
of the motion-expressing verb, like
the ride in case of English or compa-
rable situation with the French “rue”
or Italian “via” that are in relation with
Latin verb “ire” (means: move)."

Consequently, it can be clearly
deduced that the main task of the road,
of the street is moving (transport).

It is supported by the linguistic rela-
tionship between the word “transport”
and “trade”. In case of small-towns

in the Great Plain, the main task of
the settlements was delivering and
providing the Habsburg Empire.

The fact that the small-towns in the
Great Plain had good connections and
well-developed transportation network
makes possible that the urbanization of
these towns become more intense and
the urban fabric become more complex.
The evolution of the main streets of
small-towns was a long process that
resulted in a complex, multifunctional

public area. Therefore it is improper to
say that the transport defines the main
street. There is much more in the main
streets spirit than transport. It is a public
space that is functioning as an extended
part of the town center. The situation is
primarily caused by the natural factors
that defined the development process

of the towns and at the same time the
development of the main streets.

For instance, in case of twin-towns
the town core was established close to
the river the eccentricity of the town
center was caused by the fact that the
expansion was possible only in the
direction away from the river. Coun-
terbalancing the eccentricity, the main
street took over the certain rules of the
town center and gives place for different
public events, social activities. In other
words, the river determined not only
the development of the settlements
but at the same time the line and the
opportunities of the main street, too.

The character of social activities
varies, depending on the context in
which they occur. Life between buildings
offers an opportunity to be with others.
It can be a walk along the main street
- in former times it was habitual to sit
on a bench in front of the house and
chat with neighbors and passers-by. The
essence of the factor of social activities is
that persons’ biggest pleasure is another
person. Therefore there is always a
need to be surrounded by others.

The researchers dealt more deeply
with this topic only in the 21st century.
It quickly becomes clear that not
only the people shape their envi-
ronment but it also deeply impacts
the human life. Not only it makes the
urban area diversified it also defines
focus points on the settlement."”

To sum up, people and human activ-
ities are the greatest objects of attention
and interest. That makes the gist of
the main street, it has an impact on the
inhabitants’ life, moreover, it presents
that human activities are much more

essential and more relevant than the
public spaces themselves. Peter Hall
described the cities as the construction
of the computers. According to him,

the physical structure of cities is the
hardware, and the social structure is
the software. The two complementing
part is shaping and building the charac-
teristics of the urban space together."

4. THE READABILITY OF
THE MAIN STREETS

Layers of the Main Streets

The main street is a complex urban
element that determines the structure,
development, changes in the history and
everyday life of the settlement. Further-
more, considering their complexity and
multifunctionality the characters, of the
main streets can be divided into layers
that permit to depict the fine method-
ological differences how the people
perceive their surroundings and how
they react on it. The principle is similar
to Bernard Tschumi’s idea of Parc de la
Villette. Tschumi said he intended to
create a space that exists in a vacuum,
something without historical prece-
dent. His goal was that visitors view
and react to the park without the ability

to cross-reference them with previous
works of historical architecture.”

The design of the park relieves on
principles that are illustrated within
architectural deconstructivism. By
allowing visitors to experience the archi-
tecture of the park the time, recog-
nition and activities that take place in
that space begin to acquire a more vivid
and authentic nature.”” The park is not
acting as a spectacle, it strives to act
as just a frame for other cultural inter-
action. The same does the main street.
On the one hand, dividing the street
into layers make possible to explore the
street as an urban element that is repre-
senting the effects of forming factors
and to get relative objective information
about it and in the same time layers
are tools that allow to inhabitants to
interpret the framework of their expe-
riences about the urban surrounding.

In other words, this is how the town
and its main street are functioning. The
main street, just like the language, it
is our common property, which every
person understands and shapes.

That is, environmental changes
are somehow created by the contri-
bution of every human being.

These changes and signs are inter-
preted differently by every "reader".

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As every reader rewrites his own story
between the lines, which is identical
to each reading and at the same time
different from them. "It's not so about to

force new writings into bookcases, but to
finally read what's included in the books,"
Derrida says in his Grammatology."’
That is one of the main conceptual
lines of the paper to prove that there are

different layers in order to make possible

better interpretation of the perception
and recognition of the main street,
moreover the life of the inhabitants.

It is not a traditional research of the
environment based on cross sections,
Plato ratio, percentages and meter,
but based on the individual. How the
person perceives the surrounding,
what he can conclude from that he
sees in the main street. How he can
connect the details with the knowledge
he already has, and how he could
get information that can help him to
get to know the whole settlement.

Subdividing the main streets into
different layers is possible in a way
that there is no defined boundary
of each layer. The main street itself
is not an exact, mathematically
describable matter. Therefore, its
components, in this case, its layers,
cannot also be clearly demarcated.

A question justifiably emerges: how
can we speak about distinct layers,
if they cannot be precisely demar-
cated. To answer the question the
nature of the layers should be explored.
The layers that define the main street
can be divided into two groups. The
layers with objective, tactile and meas-
urable attributions; and the layers
that are perceivable and abstract.

The reason for dividing layers into two
categories is the way of their analyzing.
Layer with measurable attributions
can be analyzed from the outside. That
means there is no need to feel the atmos-
phere of the main street, analyzing
maps and photos of the main street is
enough. This group of layers is more
objective represent the real, matter-of-
fact entity of the street. In most of the
cases, the analyzed topics are tangible
or at least directly visible. That means
for example that the Layers of Nature
are visible in fine curves of the street.
If it is “accidentally” curvy it means
that it is not a planned but a grown
settlement. Also, it presents the topo-
graphical endowments of the territory.

However, they are necessary to
understand the other group of layers
the analyses of which is in opposite
direction, from the inside. That means it

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is indispensable to experience the main
street. The characteristics of perceivable
attributions are subjective, they cannot
be identified from maps and literature.
In fact, layers that belong to the group
of subjective layers are the projection
of the soul of the street in our mind.
The mental map (Layers of Identifi-
cation, Identity), the serial vision (Layer
of Perception) or the different scenes
played on the street (Scenarist Layer)
are presenting how people perceive
the street and how they are connected
to it and how they interpret it.
Nevertheless, all the layers complete
each other, there is no intent to analyze
them separately. For example if there
is a lot of qualitative green area on
the street, in other words the Layer of
Green Area is strongly presented the
place is more comfortable and more
enjoyable, the optional- and social
activities (that can be analysed by the
Layer of Social Activities) is going to be
dominant over the necessary activities.
The aim of the paper is not to
determine which characteristics are
dominant but to get a complete picture of
the settlements’ streets. The equivalent
examination of all the layers is required.

Layer of Nature

The relationship between human and
the landscape begins in ancient time
when the basic need for marking a place
appeared. That was the “moment” when
the ancient human started to distin-
guish places in his surroundings.

Professor Meggyesi highlights the
differences between the space and the
place. He says the space has a formula
and the place has genius.” In other
words, while the space is something
visible, the place is something that can
be only perceived. Professor Csagoly
says that the place is the landscapes
spiritual dimension which is a base for
architecture that it should adapt to.”

Hamvas Béla says that there is 5
genius that determined the Pannonian
Basin and which are visible not only
in the surrounding but is the archi-
tecture and urbanism and in the
way how the inhabitants use the
town and the public spaces.*

The natural factor most exerted
their influence in the period of forming
the settlement. Since the settlement
network was many times destroyed in

the Great Plain (the Mongol invasion in
the 13th century, the Ottoman Empire in
the 16th and 17th century) therefore, the
settlements nowadays form was mostly
created in the 18th century, resulting in
strict orthogonal urban tissue. Despite,
the fact that developing process of the
settlement was a few times intermitted
the effects of the natural factors are still
readable. Even though the buildings
were destroyed the layout of the settle-
ments remained. That makes possible
to see the fine curves that are resulted
by the topography of the area. And

also, since the line of the main street

is presenting the essential directions

of the settlement towards the river.



Thereby presenting the basic necessity
of life for the proximity of water.

Layer of Transport

As it was said before the etymolog-
ical origin of the word “road” tells a lot
about the main function of the street.”

In case of small-towns in the Great
Plain, the main task of the settle-
ments was delivering and providing the
Habsburg Empire. Therefore the primary
function of the streets was providing
opportunity for moving. To get from
one point to another.” By the time the
features of the streets are expanded
to eventually turn into a truly urban
and social area. However the imprint
of transport dominated past remained,
as the Main Streets are usually wider
than other streets in the settlement
since the buildings are detached from
the road with a green area in order to
separate the different function of the
Main Street and to ensure adequate
space for all users of the street.

Owing to the significant role they
had, not only the Main Streets become a
cultural, social artery of the settlements,
they also become the economic and
governmental center of the settlement.

Layers of History

Professor Nagy Béla says that the
economy creates the conditions of devel-
opment of the society, and it creates the
base for the evolution of the culture. At
the same time, the culture returns to the
economy through production habits.”

The small-towns in the Great Plain
have characteristic historical past. Since
these settlements were the pantry of the
Habsburg Empire, the life of these settle-
ments evolved developing from agri-
culture.” Therefore, in the rural layout
is also presented in the urban area. The
central area is denser, urbaner compared
to the external areas that are charac-
terized by agriculture. Furthermore, not
only the urban layout informs us about
the rich historical past. The other influ-
ential factor specific to the settlements
on the borderlands of the Habsburg
Empire is that the area is a combination
of different cultures and nationalities.
Thereby these areas have especially rich
architectural and urban heritage.”” The
architectural diversity and variety are
presented on the main street as most of
the buildings are preserved. Owing to
the facades of the historical buildings the
culture of inhabitants become visible.

Layer of Functions (trade-transport)
During the development of the streets,
a division of characters, functions
and roles has been forming, which is
presented in the differentiation and
specific relationships of the streets.*
The urban environment must be
adapted to the lifestyle of the inhab-
itants.” Therefore the main streets
have had several functions during the
developing process of small-towns. The
different functions basically present
the different phases of the development
process. In case of twin-towns along the

river Tisa it was connecting the town
core with the ferry-port, thereby, the
twin-pairs with each-other. Later, when
the trade and transport became prom-
inent marketplaces were formed on
the crossing point of the trade routes
and the main street.”” Adopting to the
new circumstances made possible that
not only the main street preserved its
prominent role, it became even more
pronounced. The emphasis was revealed
by the width of the main street and
richly decorated facades of the houses.
All the phases can be seen on
the line of the main street in form
of a square or a crossroad.

Structural (society-economy) Layer
The concept of social stratification
is more or less commonly used by
international literature: In the most
general methodological sense, social
stratification is understood as "the
way hierarchical rankings of individ-
uals and groups living in society".”

The way in which the society is differ-
entiated is defined with the mode how
it is functioning, and vice versa.**

To sum up, the reason for the frag-
mentation of the society is defined by
the social position of the inhabitants.

If we take into consideration that the
small towns in the Great Plain are func-
tioning as the pantry of the Habsburg
Empire, therefore the agriculture and
livestock was the generator of devel-
opment. The duality of the rural and
urban spirit generated the beauty

of these settlements. This duality is
visible in the morphology of the settle-
ments and also on the main streets.

The small towns in the Great Plain
embodied the fine combination of struc-
turally smaller urban components and
agricultural characteristics. Therefore,
these settlements could be easily
divided into zones not only morpho-
logically but socially, too. These frag-
ments present the social and economic
position of the inhabitants and allow
to deduce what the social position of
the inhabitants in different zones was.
The small towns consist of smaller
urban components defined by different
characteristics and determinants.

The concept of center and periphery,
in other words, the phenomenon
of fragmentation is well known
in urbanism and it refers to the
dynamics of development of the settle-
ments. In the history, centers and
peripheral areas often change, the
center of gravity transmitted.*

In case of twin-towns along the river
Tisa, the settlements could be divided
into 3 fragments. The central area, the
transition zone, and the area of free-
standing houses. The first fragment
is characteristic of the central areas
formed by multi-story or one-two story
buildings with well-decorated facades.
This rich decoration indicates the social
status of the inhabitants. The second
part is where the compact street view
is dissolving but the less decorated
buildings are connected with a built

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fence. The third part is the area of free-
standing houses where the inhab-
itants here are mostly peasants.

Layer of Culture
According to Nagy Béla, the settlement

is presenting the culture, the knowledge,

experience and habits of human soci-
ety. This layer not only covers the house
but also the typical types of streets and
squares.”* Professor Meggyesi says that
the main streets of settlements in the
Great Palin are defined by alleys. The
green area along the streets functioned
as sand binding and protection of dust-
blending wind. Another feature of the
Great Plain is that the sidewalks are on
the line of the buildings. Thus, the pave-
ment is protected by the green area.®

The culture of the population
can be mostly identified by the way
they shape their environment.

There is a tradition that was spread
about in the Great Plain. Sitting in
front of the house and chat with
the neighbors was the part of an
everyday program in smaller settle-
ments (the before mentioned green
area provides an excellent condition
to do so), including the analyzed twin-
towns. It is reflecting the inhabitants’
basic need of having the social life.

Therefore, in front almost every
house there a semi-private area was
formed, where the neighbors could
meet. It is a smaller scale social point,
or focal point of the settlements, that
work similar to the ground floors of the

buildings in the Middle Age. Although
it was part of the private area, organi-
cally it belonged to the public areas.
That semi-private area comes from the
traditional village house and it clearly
presents the role of agriculture in the life
of the twin-towns along the river Tisa. In
front of the house there was a forecourt
with a garden, then comes the house
(the main building) with the main yard
used by the family and behind this part
comes the outbuildings and the backyard
used for livestock or agriculture.

Layer of Spiritual Life
The religion defines people’s worldview.
It is a guiding principle that defines the
relationship between people and the
environment and culture.”® The emphasis
of the religious institution is typical of
western society. Therefore, it is ordi-
nary that the main street in the Great
Plain connects the religious establish-
ments as the church and the cemetery.
The same happens. In case of the
twin-towns the line on the main
street connects the river (ferry port),
the church (town center) and the
cemetery, presenting the importance
of the religion in the inhabitants’ lives.
The close connection to religion is
explained with a habit from the fact
that in the Middle Age the people iden-
tified themselves by rank and religion.
A fine parallel can be drawn between
the line of the main street and the
life of the population. As life starts
with birth then evolves, expands and

at the end finds final peace in the
cemetery, the main street does the
same. It was born owing to the river,
it expands in the town center and
ends at the edge of the settlement.

Layer of Green Area

The Main Street of the settlement is the
most attractive artery. Therefore par-
ticular attention should be paid to its
design and atmosphere. A green str-
eet” provides multiple environmen-
tal, social, and economic benefits to
communities. These benefits are reali-
zed by the entire community. Compa-
red to traditional "grey" streets, green
streets are more attractive, increase
the safety and walkability of a commu-
nity, and encourage and support the
local economy. Furthermore, the green
area stimulates the social activities on
the street, making it more livable.

Layer of Identification, Identity
Identity according to Kevin Lynch is not
to equalize with something else, but
the meaning of individuality. A work-
able image requires first the identi-
fication of an object, which implies

its distinction from other things, its
recognition as a separable entity.*

The image of the settlement is
complex with a lot of emphasizes and
relations. The perceptual input and the
constant interactions must be filtered
in order to get as objective an image as
possible despite the fact that the image
of a given reality may vary significantly

between different observers. “Envi-

ronmental images are the result of a

two-way process between the observer

and his environment. The environment

suggests distinctions and relations,

and the observer selects, organizes, and

endows with meaning what he sees.””
The emphasis of the settlement should

be selected and theoretically marked to

get a mental map. Signing the significant

lines, the squares, the most variable

junctions and the personal emotions a

complex picture of the settlement can

be produced. With the same method,

the mental map of the main street can

be made. Thereby the subjective image

of the main street can be received that

is essential to get information how

the inhabitants live the main street.

Scenarist Layer

Jan Gehl in his book Life between
Buildings mentions “an ordi-

nary day on an ordinary street”
where children are playing, pedes-
trians are passing by, people are
sitting on the benches and chat.*®

A public space is lively if it stim-
ulates different outdoor activities.
The main street can be treated as
a stage where every person takes
part as an active actor or passive
audience in the performance.

Perhaps this layer reflects the best
the role of the main street as it is an
urban design element that is constantly
changing, adapting to new needs, like
the theatre is constantly accommodating

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to different performances. Therefore,
the street is primarily responsible
not only for transportation but also
forming a space that adapts to the
prevailing societal expectations.

Layer of Social Life
The social layer of the main street
is the most visible from the layers
analyzed in the paper. As Jan Gehl
says the human is the greatest joy
of another human. Therefore, public
spaces must give place for sponta-
neous and planned meetings, too.”
Jan Gehl divided into 3 sections
the interactions between people. The
necessary-activities,*” the optional-activ-
ities™ and the social activities." *
Impressionable factor that affects
the density of outdoor activities is the
quality of outdoor space. Therefore not
only does this layer present the usage
of the main street, but it also gives a
clear image of how the inhabitants
are related to the built environment,
how much they are satisfied with it.
Analyzing the layer of Social Life the
most subjective opinion can be received
how much the inhabitants are connected
to the main street, thereby to the town.

Layer of Perception

This layer is based on the fact that
people experience the urban environ-
ment as a dynamic activity including
movement and time. The theory of
experiencing the environment moving
is ascribed to Cordon Cullen.

His approach to urban design is
therefore primarily visual, but it is
also based on the physical relationship
between movement and the environment:
“the scenery of towns is often revealed
in a series of jerks or revelations.”*

It is for this reason that Cullen
developed the concept of serial vision. A
serial vision is a series of sketches that
represent the changes and contrasts
in the character of the built envi-
ronment. The sketches should be shown
along with a map identifying the line
of the “journey” and the viewpoints
from which the sketches are drawn.

In Cullen’'s own words, “the
even progress of travel is illumi-
nated by a series of sudden contrasts
and so an impact is made on the
eye, bringing the plan to life”.”

The concept of serial vision and,
generally speaking, Cullen’s approach,
can be applied to design as much as it
can serve survey and analysis: can be
projected on the main street analyses
as the streets with historical past are
not straight and the endpoints cannot
be seen from one point. Owing to the
gently curving path of the street a new
street view is revealing constantly
by a walk along the main street.

5. CONCLUSION

It is clear that the main street of the
settlement is a complex urban element
where the social interactions come to

the strongest expression. For a better
understanding of the relations between
built structure and open spaces as inte-
gral parts of the urban environment the
main street is divided into layers that
reflect the life and habits of the inhab-
itants. Analyzing the divided layers the
readability of the main street is proved
since without literature and lexical
knowledge a complex image about
the main street, and at the same time
about twin-towns can be received.

To sum up, the paper is giving a
base for establishing a new method-
ology of urban-architectural researches
saying, that the subjective perception
of the street gives even more relevant
facts about the settlement as with
traditional research can be achieved.
It includes empirical factor.

Makes possible to involve subjective
experience into the research enriching
the research with the human factor.

On the other hand dividing the main
street into the layers is not enough,
the research cannot end up here. It
is essential to define the exact part
of the street that the certain layer
covers. Also, it is essential to define
the exact meaning of the layer and to
determine the expected result that
can be achieved analyzing them.

Defining a new method of urban-
architectural analyzes of the main
streets, but at the same time finding
a framework which will allow that
research become effective, is the
fulcrum of this paper, which will be
elaborated in the Ph.D. in progress
of the author.
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
